Apologies

31/07  Disclosure of Pecuniary and other Interests.

a. No members, in relation to any items included on the agenda for this meeting, disclosed any interests which are required to be disclosed by Section 94(1) of the Local Government Act 1972; and in accordance with The Parish Councils (Model Code of Conduct) Order 2007.

a. Noted that notification that the Code of Conduct 2007 has been adopted was duly advertised in the press with a number of Parishes sharing the cost.

32/07  Approve minutes

Minutes of the Meeting of the 18th July 2007, having been circulated prior to the meeting were approved and signed. 

33/07  Approval of cheques and Financial Matters

a. As circulated prior to the meeting the cheques for July and August 2007 were approved and signed. 

b. Members noted the current budget 2007/08 to 30th June 2007.  

c. To note the Conclusion of Audit 2006/07 has been received. Issues from the external auditor are the same as internal auditor reported at the May 2007 Council Meeting Minute no : 06/07 e refers. These will be addressed within the Financial Meetings.

34/07  Planning Applications

Planning Committee Minutes noted as previously circulated.

Agreed to invite WBC Enforcement Office Ms G Pink to meet with Councillors to advise on the current position of 3 enforcement cases in the Parish of Frensham.

Agreed to write the Borough Councillors representing Frensham to report on the cases and take up issues.

Agreed to notify WBC Environmental Health regarding fly-tipping of cars opposite Rushmoor Post Office and fly-tipping on land opposite Pride of the Valley.

35/07  Village Design Statement

a. Cllr Davis announced that the public consultation on the draft document has been completed following full public consultation and only one comment was received, from a motorcyclists Club, objecting to the principle of trying to downgrade the BOAT on Frensham Common.  

b. Cllr Davis asked that the VDS be adopted and submitted to Waverley BC prior to publication. Agreed - with a proviso that the Housing Section be revisited to reinforce comments made in the SE Plan regarding housing land allocations. Cllr Davis and Millerchip to request a meeting with WBC to discuss their adoption of our Village Design Statement.

36/07  Recreation Ground.

a. At the last meeting window replacement Phase II was outlined as follows: an estimated increase of £1700 on the original 2005 quote of £5700 due to including 4 additional windows and cost increases. Since the last Meeting the Tennis Club has offered to contribute the shortfall in the sum of £750.00. Agreed to place the order for Phase II £5,700.00 to vire the Election fund of £1,000 to Pavilion Window Budget.

b. Members noted that Cllr Haytree agreed to take the replacement pavilion roof project forward: to draw up specification, obtain estimates and consider funding issues. (Minute 85/06 last para refers 30 April 2007). Item deferred as Cllr Haytree was unable to attend. To be discussed at the next meeting with consideration to grant applications for funding.

c. Provision for disabled parking bay in the recreation ground was deferred until any ground works in connection with the shop portocabin has been completed. Cllr Davis to investigate grant aid.

d. The Clerk outlined recent problems concerning the emptying of the 4 littler bins on the recreation ground. Agreed to take a contract with Veiloa at a cost of approx. £3 per bin per week.
e. Members noted that the date for the next Recreation Ground Sub-Committee as Wednesday 24th October 2007 at 7.30pm. Cllrs Millerchip, Davis and the Clerk to attend, others to receive the Agenda and Minutes for information.

f. Members noted that the grant application for partnership funding towards the refurbishment of the Listed fingerpost from Wey Valley Landscape Partnership – decision awaited during October.

37/07 Community Building Project (Village Shop, Post Office & Parish Office)

a. Cllr Millerchip gave an update from the Shop Committee and said that the portocabin will be on-site Sept/Oct. C.Cllr Harmer has agreed to allocate £1,000 from his Councillor allowance towards shelf fittings and a further sum towards air-conditioning at the next Area Committee in December.

b. Cllr Millerchip said that he and Cllr Haytree had ascertained that the services required are in hand, electricity supply is taking more time and he will ask the Tennis Club for permission to access the toilet facilities for shop staff.

c. Update on the Shop funding aspect. Agreed that in view of the confidential nature of this item these items be considered in closed session at the end of the meeting.
d. Cllr Davis agreed to attend Surrey CA presentation of DEFRA’s new grants scheme on 25th September.

38/07
Proposal for a Community Space In Rushmoor.

At the last Meeting Cllrs Reece & Davis volunteered to try again and report back should there be any new developments. They said that they have been unable reach any agreement with the owner.

a. Agreed to abandon further pursuing of the land project. 

b. Agreed to investigate the possibility of jointly funding, with SCC, a traffic-calming scheme and village enhancements for Rushmoor utilising the current budget of £10,000. (Cllrs Morgan and Davis to prepare a brief summary for SCC)
39/07
Councillor’s attendance at meetings/seminars/etc.

a. C. Cllr Harmer gave a verbal report from SCC Local Committee in Waverley Meeting Friday 14th September. He said that the revision of the Frensham speed limit consultation period has ended and Cllr Davis thanked him for all his hard work involved with the scheme. He continued by advising that the Section 106 for Overside was on the agenda and a meeting was arranged between him, the Clerk, Simon Hall SCC Engineer and Cllr Millerchip Monday 15th October 10am Hollybush Lane. 

b. Cllr Morgan gave a report from WBC Town & Parish Council meeting held on 12th September. Topics discussed were Police matters and the set-up of a Police Liaison Group, he urged more Councillors to attend these meetings.

c. Members noted that Frensham Parish Council voted for Cllr Morgan as a potential representative on WBC LSP Committee. Cllr Morgan reported that he had been elected to the position.

d. Cllr Davis outlined a draft response regarding LSP Strategy questionnaire. Agreed that Cllr Davis sends off the questionnaire and copies to Cllrs Morgan and Carter.

e. Noted the invitation to Waverley Civic Service 30th September 2007 3pm.

f. The Chairman was appointed as the representative to lay the wreath on Sunday 11th November 2007 and Agreed to a donation of £30 for 2007.

The meeting was well attended from Parish Councils including MP’s. A Committee was appointed comprising representatives from across Surrey. He agreed to continue monitoring with the Group.

C.Cllr Harmer informed Members of his recent attendance at a Primary Care Trust Presentation where the announcement was made that there would be no closure to the Royal Surrey Hospital. He said that in fact some improvements would be made to certain services, all of which was good news with positive discussion.
