32/05  Disclosure of Pecuniary and other Interests.

No members, in relation to any items included on the agenda for this meeting, disclosed any interests which are required to be disclosed by Section 94(1) of the Local Government Act 1972; and in accordance with The Parish Councils (Model Code of Conduct) Order 2001.

33/05  Approve minutes

Minutes of the Meeting of the 20th July 2005 having been circulated prior to the meeting were approved and signed. 

34/05  Approval of cheques and Financial Matters

a. As circulated prior to the meeting the cheques for July & August 2005 were approved and signed.

b. The Meeting accepted and noted the current budgets to 31st August 2004 and noted that the grass cutting spend was over budget at C3 but compensates at C5. 

c. The balance of the joint account due to Churt as £828.91.

Agreed to Pay in respect of full and final settlement of all Churt matters. 

d. The external audit 2004/05 was completed satisfactorily on 22 July 2005.

e. Noted that the WBC Compensatory Grant for Frensham has been paid and the maximum amount payable was given. 

f. Request received from the River Wey Trust for financial support (no grant given for 3 years). Agreed to donate £100.
g. Noted a letter of thanks for £35 grant to Crimestoppers was received. 

h. Deferred until November meeting - the fund transfer of the Millennium account to undertake village project as agreed. Minute 28/04 (e) refers September 2004.

i. Noted Preliminary Budget working party for Councillors Wednesday 19th October at 7.30pm British Legion.

35/05  Planning Applications

a. Minutes noted and signed as previously circulated. 8th July – 16th Sept. 2005.

Agreed Cllr Morgan submit responses relating to the Orange Mast proposal and the proposed removal of BT pay phonebox -  both items in Rushmoor.

b. Parish Plans – Vital Villages – Cllr Davis had circulated the minutes form the meeting held on 14 Sept. and the next meeting to be held on Wed. 2 Nov. 7.30pm

c. Cllr Millerchip and Olden submitted a report following the WBC Joint Parishes Meeting 31 August relating to WBC Planning procedure, this scheme has not yet been approved. (Report Circulated & attached to Record Minutes)
36/05  Recreation Ground.

a. Cllr Olden provided an update relating to phase 1 (current year) and summary of phase 2 (2006) for replacement windows for the Pavilion (Report Circulated & attached to Record Minutes) 

It was agreed to consider the implications at budget making taking into account Minute 22/05(a). 

b. Cllr Millerchip reported on the progress of the Pavilion patio. He said that 3 quotations would be presented to the Sports Clubs at the end of October. The Sports & Social Club would decide how much they are prepared to contribute and then all information to be considered by the Parish Council, taking into account Minute 22/05(c).

c. Members noted the Playground report from Mr Bonner with actions that he would undertake. Annual RoSPA inspection has been completed and the Clerk with Mr Bonner will review the action points. 

d. It was noted that some play equipment would have to be relocated to make room for the village shop and the associated costs should be included in the Budget for next year.

e. Update regarding the Lime trees in Hollowdene Recreation ground. (Defer Nov). 

37/05  Community Village Shop & Post Office

a. Cllr Olden provided a report relating to the new building. (Report Circulated & attached to Record Minutes) Members received the news that outline planning permission has been granted by GOSE. It was agreed that the Parish Council would proceed with full planning permission, be responsible for funding the building and the shop committee to be responsible for fitting the shop.
b. Cllr Davis gave an update on the Shop funding aspect. He said he would be applying for most of the building funding from Defra following a productive meeting with them. 

38/05
Proposal for a Community Space In Rushmoor.

Cllr Morgan said that currently there was nothing to report. He had not received any response or commitment from the planning department without draft plans. He would be arranging a meeting with the planners very soon. Cllr Millerchip agreed to attend the meeting and assist him. He requested consideration of an ‘in principle’ negotiating figure to place before the owners of the land in question. 

Agreed that Cllr Morgan negotiate up to £7,500 per acre ‘in principle’ to purchase an appropriate piece of land, with the Council agreeing the final figure and total area of land.

Councillor’s attendance at meetings/seminars/etc.

a. Cllr Morgan reported that he had attended a recent LSP meeting where the Primary Care Trust discussed their deficient, closure of beds and sale of Milford Hospital. 

b. Cllr Morgan provided a report from his attendance at a recent SCC Local Committee in Waverley. (Report Circulated & attached to Record Minutes)

Newsletter and Web Site

Cllr Shimield said that the summer publication of the Annual has been well received.

 www.frensham-pc.gov.uk Cllr Shimield said that he would be including more photographs on the Website, and urged Councillors to put news items etc on. It was agreed that he would give the Councillors and Clerk more training.

41/05  Traffic Calming Issues

a. Cllr Morgan reported that Traffic Calming Working Party had not met and   SCC Tracy Webb was leaving, therefore new officer appointments were awaited. He said that the anomalies with the speed limit signs on the A287 were unacceptable, confusing and illegal. SCC Engineers have confirmed that they will undertake to review the differences. Cllr Morgan requested that the Working Party meet to formulate a strong formal response to SCC to first present to the next Council Meeting in November with a view to pass a censure motion against SCC.

b. Cllr Morgan raised issues of Road Safety : flashing signs, variable speed limits, signage at the school, A287 30 & 40 mph irregularities, Hollybush Lane section 106 highway agreement. Hamlash Lane and Priory Lane, all of which relate to SCC Highways and the issues raised in the last item.

42/05  Surrey Ambulance Service

Members considered a preliminary inquiry to set-up a ‘Community Responders’ working in Partnership with the Service. Small amount of funding would be required and figures of 999 calls were available. It was agreed that an article be circulated locally to gauge the level of enquiries for becoming a volunteer in such a scheme.

43/04  Information Items

Community / public transport issues. C.Cllr Harmer discussed proposed schemes to public bus services, demand responsive services, community transport and the Hoppa bus. The issue of funding was also raised. It was suggested that the three tiers of local government should get together and produce a cohesive transport strategy/funding plan.

44/05  Items for the Next Agenda

Councillors should be prepared, when requesting an item for the next agenda, to provide and circulate relevant paperwork outlining their item prior to the meeting.

To note that Crispin Scott from the National Trust will attend the next Parish Council Meeting in November.

Question from the public.

Mr David Jones, member of the public, local resident, campaigner for A287 speed limits, Governor of St Mary’s School. He requested the Councils support for the Schools scheme to alleviate parking congestion by way of teacher’s cars being permitted to park on the Green. Total number 13/14 cars, permission to be sought from the National Trust, during term time only, with special surface to allow the grass to grow through and lockable posts used at all times. Councillors agreed to support the scheme ‘in principle’ to reduce parking and on safety issues. In favour of any improvements taking into account the sensitive nature of the Green and its prominent position and subject the agreement of the National Trust. It was also suggested that if the scheme is permitted then perhaps the Church could use the area at weekends for the same reasons of congestion in The Street.
