Cllr Davis advised rise represented 3% increase and after discussions was agreed.

B. Cllr N Warner-O’Neill advised that there was to be no increase in the Waverley Borough Council or the Surrey County Council Taxes.  In her opinion it was also likely there would be a 10% reduction in the WBC compensatory grant.

37/10  Planning Applications

Cllrs noted the Planning Committee Minutes, as previously circulated.

Cllrs should note the next Planning Meeting has been changed to 1 December 2010

B. Cllr Warner-O’Neill advised the Council that WBC were proposing to pursue on the Northside  West End Lane enforcement and also to ensure that information regarding the Appeal Decisions under appendix A and also any enforcement action is emailed to the Clerk.

38/10  Recreation Ground.

a. Hollowdene Playground Working Party – Cllrs Reece Davis & Segar. 

i. Minute 27/10 vii contract approved as agreed £12,500 to Halycon.  Proposer Cllr L Davis and seconded Cllr Carter.

ii. Cllr Reece reported works in progress to include the preparation of the site and the painting of the retained equipment.  It was also confirmed the equipment to be supplied by Wickstead,[ a reputable national company] and that a new see-saw was to be provided although the cost implication was unknown.  Acting Clerk Guy Olden set out the costs of retaining the existing equipment to be about £1,000, but this alternative was not considered, although it would be looked at once the price of the new see saw had been established.

b. Fencing –3 quotations for repair to chestnut fence on road boundary at the recreation ground.

Quote A  - £1100

Quote B - £450

Quote C - £650

Agreed to accept quotation B from Martin Cashmore

c. Pothole repairs –tarmac repairs to holes at Rec. car park were considered and it was Agreed.  The Clerk be instructed to accept quotation from Holloway to a maximum of £500.  Guy Olden reported that a verbal quotation had been received approximately £400 from Holloway.
d. Shortfield Common – Cllr Millerchip   

i. Tree work – Cllr Millerchip said that future work on the Common would be clearance of fallen branches and small logs by a working party.

ii. Agreements  -the outcome of the meeting with the Council’s Solicitors was explained by Cllr Davis who was instructed to progress the matter furtherby preparing and agreeing the details of the documentation to enable the granting of Easments to those interested property owners with Bells  Cllr Segar expressed concerns from some residents about the proposal although was unable to identify any objections could be raised.  Cllr Millerchip was concerned at the urgency due to the impending sales of the two Gorse Cottage properties and also the forthcoming reference to the Common in the newsletter.

iii. The application for an easement for the benefit of Mrs Brook onto adjoining land was also discussed.  It was agreed in principal that The Clerk would prepare a draft letter for approval by Cllrs basically agreeing to the grant subject to certain conditions relating to access and use of the land, and that Mrs. Brook would be responsible for the Council’s legal costs.

e. Christmas Decoration / Lights – Cllr Segar reported that 28 sets had been designated or distributed in the Frensham area.   The allocation to date excludes any for the British Legion which Cllr Millerchip thought was unnecessary and would need to be dealt with by the acquisition of further sets.  It was agreed that Cllr Segar would acquire the additional sets to the agreed maximum of £150 whereupon she would agree the distribution with Cllr Millerchip. It was suggested that Sharon Paice in the Rushmoor P.O.could be asked to help with the Rushmoor distribution.
f. Bulb planting – to note that daffodil bulbs have been planted on the land between The Bridge and Marindin Hall on the A287 kindly donated by Jo Reader. The Clerk was instructed to write formerly a letter of thanks to Jo Reader.
39/10  Community Parish Office – Cllrs Millerchip, Davis, Reece and the Clerk.

Cllrs reported on the various aspects of the building where the developers advised the possible completion by April 2011.  Cllrs Millerchip and Davis reported on aspects of internal finishes and specification but were not in a position  to advise the meeting on the effect of the budget for these items until costs were known.  It was agreed the Clerks working area should be open to the main office, ie, no doors, etc, as proposed following a recent meeting.  Cllr Reece reported on the position regarding furniture and equipment, and considered that the eventual cost would be between £10,000-£12,000.

B. Cllr Warner-O’Neill advised that it was unlikely there would be any form of grant from WBC regarding IT equipment.

It was agreed that a new building meeting be held on 5 January 2011 to review the overall project.

Newsletter Editor and Press Releases /Publicity- Website www.frensham-pc.gov.uk - Cllr Carter advised the Autumn Newsletter was completed and due for posting within the next few days.  She advised that the income from advertising was £170 which will off set thhe cost of printing and postage.  The Chairman expressed his thanks for her efforts in this area.  In discussion it was agreed an item would be placed in the next Newsletter relating to War Memorial and the need, if it should  occur in future,of any additional names to be incorporated on the existing Memorial, subject to space, etc.  Cllrs stated they were unaware of any additional names to be inscribed at this stage.

42/10  Traffic Calming Issues/Highway matters/Community Issues

a. SCC Highways update – No report

b. Local Policing- PC Hawkes not available.

c. Community Issues  -  Hollybush Lane Traffic Calming - Cllr Millerchip advised there had been two abortive meetings , hence no detailed reports available.  It was also noted that another department in the Surrey County Council were contemplating the installation of a pavement on the new development side of the road and it was suggested that the two departments of Surrey CC should combine to provide an overall aggregate figure.  Cllrs Millerchip and Davis to pursue this matter.

B.Cllr Warner-O’Neill advised that there were discussions relating to the provision of salt and grit bins which was now to become under the overall authority of Surrey County Council Asset Planning Group.  It is understood that Poulsons are on the snow plough list, however, they come under the jurisdiction of the APG.  Bin location was to be on a points basis although the criteria for assessment was not shown in detail.  B. Cllr Warner-O’Neill agreed to keep the Council advised.

Cllr M Reece raised the matter of access from an occupant at Peakfield onto the footpath between School and Church.  Cllr Carter advised that the School Committee were unable to grant to anyone, as the Path was a private one for the school only. There was a history of damage, vandalism, etc, that had already occurred, however, she did agree to pick it up again with the Committee.

d. Emergency Plan – it was agreed that this would be deferred until the Council is installed in the new building.  Cllr Reece agreed to report on the arrangements made by Churt Parish Council and would report in due course.
