18/05  Disclosure of Pecuniary and other Interests.

No members, in relation to any items included on the agenda for this meeting, disclosed any interests which are required to be disclosed by Section 94(1) of the Local Government Act 1972; and in accordance with The Parish Councils (Model Code of Conduct) Order 2001.

19/05  Approve minutes

Minutes of the Meeting of the 18th May and 15th June 2005 having been circulated prior to the meeting were approved and signed. 

20/05  Approval of cheques and Financial Matters

a. As circulated prior to the meeting the cheques for May & June 2005 were approved and signed.

b. The Meeting accepted and noted the current accounts to 30th June 2004 and noted that the Audit spend was over budget due to incorrect budgeting. 

c. Noted that the balance of the joint account due to Churt as £828.91 but agreed to defer payment until confirmation that all joint expenditure had been paid.

d. Noted the date of the external audit 2004/05 as being 15th July 2004.

e. Noted the Internal Audit Report and agreed to indicate the legal powers to spend against expenditure as recommended. Members noted the reply from External Audit but were still dissatisfied with the response.

f. Agreed to approve £35 grant to Crimestoppers for their continued work in the area.
g. Cllr Millerchip said that the request for funds transfer of the Millennium account to undertake village project as agreed would be actioned by the 3 signatories. Anticipated balance £2,150 which has been donated by the Millennium Committee to the Parish Council for specific community funds.

21/05  Planning Applications

a. Minutes noted and signed as previously circulated. 6th May – 1st July 2005.

b. Parish Plans – Vital Villages – Cllr Davis said that he hoped Councillors were progressing tasks allocated to them arising from the Plan. A meeting will be arranged in due course. (Since this meeting a date has been agreed as 14 September at 7.30pm)

c. Noted that Cllr B Morgan has been appointed to WBC Local Strategic Partnership (LSP) A survey costing approximately £10,000 relating to transport throughout the Borough is to be undertaken. It was agreed to contribute £200 towards the Partnership Survey.

22/05  Recreation Ground.

a. Cllr Olden provided a summary of quotations for replacement windows for the Pavilion (attached to Record Minutes) 

It was agreed:

a. To accept the Atcost quotation and proceed over 3 years.

b. To consult the sports clubs concerning either white or light oak finish.

c. To undertake phase 1 this financial year at a cost of £3000 from current budget and £2000 from Reserves.

d. To Budget £4000 next year for phase 2.

e. To Budget £1000 next year for shingles and roof 

f. To Budget to replenish and review Reserves.
b. Cllr Millerchip reported on the progress of the Bowls Club extension and said that the above decision meant that the Bowls Club are able to progress with the purchasing of their windows to match with the refurbishment scheme. 

c. Cllr Millerchip reported on the progress of the Pavilion patio. Members requested that as part of the funding would be provided by the Parish Council then the following should be presented to the next Council meeting.

a. Full Specification and drawings

b. Three quotations

c. Funding details

d. Nominated persons to manage the project including 2 from the Council

e. A meeting of the Recreation Ground Sub-Committee to be arranged.

d. Members noted the Playground report from Mr Bonner with actions that he would undertake. Annual RoSPA inspection due June 2005. It was noted that some equipment would have to be relocated to make room for the village shop and the associated costs should be included in the Budget for next year.

e. Request to use the Recreation Ground 5th August 2005 for the Annual charity event for Naomi House. Agreed subject to receipt of a satisfactorily completed Condition of Use Form.
f. The Clerk and Chairman had a meeting with neighbouring properties relating to the Lime trees in Hollowdene Recreation ground. It was agreed to obtain an Arboricultural Report and discuss further.

23/05  Community Village Shop & Post Office

Cllr Olden said that WBC had considered the planning application and given Approval subject to GOSE approval. The new building would be a joint project between the sop committee and FPC,  with the building in the ownership of the Parish Council. Cllr Davis has begun investigating funding with meetings arranged with DEFRA and WBC.

24/05  Parish Council Standing Orders – Minute 01/05 refers.

“Cllr Reece requested that a discussion take place at the next meeting concerning limiting the number of years that the same person be appointed in the same post.”

Following a discussion it was agreed to include the following in Standing Orders as an Advisory Note that:

a. No Member shall be Chairman of the Council or Chairman of a Committee for more than 4 consecutive years except by Special Resolution of the Council.

b. Item a above effective from May 2007.

c. It is intended that the Vice-Chairman should be from the other ward than the Chairman where possible. i.e. If the Chairman is Frensham Ward then the Vice-Chairman should be Rushmoor Ward.

Members please add these at the end of your Standing Orders.

25/05
Proposal for a Community Space In Rushmoor.

Cllr Morgan said that he was pursing the idea of a community space, liaising with the new owners and finding what would be acceptable in planning terms. He also said that local consultation would be desirable. Some ideas for bus/youth shelter, notice board, seat, off road parking and chestnut stumps to stop access onto the woodland were discussed. It was agreed in principle to support investigating a possible lease of  ¾ acre opposite the Post Office with a price guide of £3,000.

26/05
Councillor’s attendance at meetings/seminars/etc.

a. Cllr Morgan reported on the SCAPTC AGM. It was agreed not to join this year and reconsider next year’s membership. Also to reduce the quarterly magazine to 2 copies only.

b. Cllr Morgan said that in future he would circulate relevant points, which relate to Parish matters within Waverley and Surrey County Council.

c. Cllr Morgan reported following his attendance at the WBC Joint Parishes Meeting 11 July. He said that the Planning Committee system is to change and that there will be changes to bin collections.

d. Cllr Morgan said that he would be submitting 2 questions to the SCC Local Committee in Waverley including the incorrect positioning of signage between Churt/Frensham/Hindhead.
27/05
Newsletter and Web Site

Cllr Shimield said that the summer publication would be in the format of an Annual Report to include Chairman’s Report, Meeting dates, summary accounts and Parish Plan details. He said he had obtained 5 sponsors to place adverts, which reduces costs.

It was agreed that this would be the last Newsletter and all further information will be found on the WebSite. www.frensham-pc.gov.uk 
Cllr Shimield said that the Website was active and he would give tutorials to the Councillors to enable them to post items on the site.

28/05  Traffic Calming Issues

a. Cllr Morgan reported that Traffic Calming Working Party would meet following his meeting with SCC Tracy Webb. He said that there was a new special project to review speed limits across the County but Frensham was at the bottom of the list.

b. Cllr Morgan raised issues of Road Safety : flashing signs, variable speed limits, signage at the school, A287 30 & 40 mph irregularities, Hollybush Lane section 106 highway agreement. C.Cllr Harmer offered to assist with the queries.

29/05  Surrey Ambulance Service

Members considered a preliminary inquiry to set-up a ‘Community Responders’ working in Partnership with the Service. Further details were requested.

30/04  Information Items

Local Development Framework – consultation & Policy Document available. Comments required by 19th August 2005.

31/05  Items for the Next Agenda
