51/06  Disclosure of Pecuniary and other Interests.

52/06  Approve minutes

Minutes of the Meeting of the 15th November 2006 having been circulated prior to the meeting were approved and signed. 

53/06  Approval of cheques and Financial Matters

a. As circulated prior to the meeting the cheques for November & December 2006 were approved and signed.

b. Members noted the current budget 2006/07 to 30th December 2006. (Circulated)
c. It was agreed that Cllrs Millerchip, Morgan and Davis together with the Clerk review the Clerks salary 2007/08 and prepare a confidential report for the March meeting.

d. Noted that the employers superannuation additional contribution for 2007/08 is £158.
54/06  Planning Applications

a. Minutes as previously circulated. The Chairman said that arising from the last Planning meeting the issue of erosion of Shortfield Common had been discussed with the residents. Residents have agreed to obtain 3 estimates and make a donation for the cost. It was agreed that the residents approve the most appropriate contractor and deposit the donation with the Parish Council for payment.   

b. Parish Plan –Village Design Statement. Cllr Davis said that he was waiting for some contributions and once submitted the Draft will be circulated to Members for comment. It was agreed that Parishioners, who will be able to see bullet points in the March Newsletter and the complete Draft on the Website, should be able to comment on the Draft Design Statement. The Draft will be presented at the Annual Assembly on 18th April 2007 and ratified at a special meeting of the Parish Council on 25 April.

55/06  Recreation Ground.

a. Cllr Millerchip gave a brief update relating to the Pavilion roof. (Minute 31/06(a) refers). He said that following the last Meeting the Clerk has made a grant application to C.Cllr Harmer and this will be discussed at his Local Committee meeting on 26th January. 

b. The Minutes of the Recreation Ground Sub-Committee held on Wednesday 1 November 7.30pm were agreed, signed and approved for circulation.

c. Members noted that the work previously agreed to Lime trees in Hollowdene Recreation ground would commence in the early 2007. (Minute 07/06(e) refers). Cllr Olden to contact the contractor. 

56/06 Community Building Project (Village Shop, Post Office & Parish Office)
No Recommendations from Planning Committee for Ratification. 

Cllr Millerchip explained the current situation, which has arisen since the last meeting. He said that the owners of the shop premises wish to obtain vacant possession and the shop committee believe the only solution is to purchase a portocabin for temporary accommodation until the shop can be built. The outline for the way forward is approximately: planning permission, services, purchase & fitting out, post office permission, consultation with sports clubs (Hollowdene Rec car park) for the siting of the portocabin.  Members agreed that a temporary arrangement should not exceed 5 years and there should be a well-defined plan for the longer term.

Proposal for a Community Space In Rushmoor.

No Recommendations from Planning Committee for Ratification. 

Cllr Morgan gave an update: he said that he had had a meeting with the owner of the land who is investigating the possibility of affordable rural housing with an option for community space. He concluded by suggesting that an alternative site might be sought. To be discussed at the next Planning Meeting on 14 February.

Councillor’s attendance at meetings/seminars/etc.

a. The next SCC Local Committee in Waverley to be held on Friday 26th January 2007. Cllr Morgan will endeavour to attend.

b. Cllr Morgan attended the WBC Joint Town & Parishes Meeting on Monday 4th December 2006 and asked the question concerning progress relating to Enforcement matters in the Parish. He said he did not receive a satisfactory reply and will be taking the matter further with photographs of the sites concerned. He also asked the question – How seriously will WBC and the Planning Inspectorate take Village Design Statements. The reply was that Parish Plans could be incorporated into the Local Plan, although he felt that WBC were lukewarm on the matter. Cllr Morgan went on to suggest that Waverley rural villages could group together, meet and discuss relevant local issues as an independent group. C.Cllr Harmer welcomed the approach and offered to host the proposed meeting. Cllr Morgan said that the Parish Council should consider rejoining SCAPTC after the forthcoming elections.

Cllr Morgan to attend the next WBC Joint Town & Parishes Meeting Monday 5th March. 

c. Cllr Davis attended the Frensham Common Users Group Tuesday 5th December. He said that it was a good meeting with high attendance from various groups represented. The big topic was the proposed National Trust sub-lease of the Little Pond to RSPB, which is currently under negotiation; if it happens the management, will adhere to the terms of National Trust By-Laws. Other matters discussed were the low summer water levels, the success of the Sailing Club ‘disabled’ day & Sponsored Ride. The Minutes to be circulated when available.

d. Cllr Morgan was requested at the last meeting to give a report on his attendance at Clerks Conference. He said that he would circulate a written report on the issues.

Newsletter and Web Site

Cllr Shimield to obtain 2 advertisers and prepare the March newsletter with assistance from Cllr Millerchip during his absence. Cllr Davis to forward: bullet points on the Design Statement and forward the whole Statement for the Website.

60/06  Highways & Safety Working Party

C.Cllr Harmer presented the proposed alterations, speed reductions and signage for various rural roads in Frensham, following the recent speed survey in the Parish. All Members welcomed the changes and thanked Cllr Harmer for his diligence in obtaining these sensible modifications. C.Cllr Harmer said that the proposals have yet to be formally agreed by SCC Highways and then advertised. He invited Cllr Morgan to the SCC meeting 26 January.

C.Cllr Harmer informed Members that he would investigate the possibility of a path from the School to the Church. 

Cllr Morgan said that he has recruited a number of volunteers for Speed Watch who are currently waiting for Police Training. Cllr Morgan said he would contact the Police co-ordinator of the Community Speedwatch (Andy Crane) to ascertain timescales. He also said that he would pursue interactive speed signs for Rushmoor.

C.Cllr Harmer said that the money relating to the Sec.106 Agreement on land at Overside is now with SCC but the Legal Agreement arising from the Planning Condition will be with WBC. The Clerk to ascertain the content of the Legal Agreement from WBC. To be discussed at the next Planning Meeting on 14 February.

61/06  Council Representatives

Waverley BC have completed their Committee stage and approved the proposal. The matter is now with the Electoral  Commission in to make the appropriate Order to implement the changes. It seems unlikely that the additional councillor place will be agreed in time for the May 2007 elections and would therefore not be implemented until the elections of 2011. It was agreed to ask Jeremy Hunt MP to urge the Electoral Commission to accelerate the process.

62/06  Quality Council

At the request of Cllr Morgan to consider becoming a Quality Council. It was agreed that Cllr Morgan obtain the paperwork on becoming a Quality Council for Members to discuss at the next Planning Meeting on 14 February.

63/06  Annual Assembly – Wednesday 18th April 2007

Cllr Davis will give a presentation on the Village Design Statement, which will allow members of the public the opportunity to comment. It was agreed to give an end of term reception at the end of above meeting, as this is the last meeting of the present Council. Note local election Thursday 3rd May 2007.
