83/06  Approval of cheques and Financial Matters

a. As circulated prior to the meeting the cheques for March 2007 were approved and signed.

b. Members noted the current budget 2006/07 to 31st March 2007. (Circulated)
84/06  Village Design Statement
As agreed at 14th March 2007 Council Meeting – Minute 69/06 (b) refers.

Councillors discussed the Draft Village Design Statement (VDS) circulated at the meeting. The final draft will include photographs, drawings, maps and at the end of each section Recommendation/Action points to be highlighted in bold as a Policy Statement.

The Council Resolved:

a. To Ratify the Village Design Statement with a Recommendation to the new council to pursue the document towards adoption within the Local Plan with Waverley Borough Council and to carry the Village Design Statement forward as a published document.

b. It was agreed to defer the final format for publication until the VDS is complete with photographs and bullet points etc.

c. The Clerk gave a verbal outline of printing costs supplied by the Council’s usual printing company: total 20 pages A4 – outer cover and centre spread in full colour, remaining 16 pages black & white. Printed onto 200gsm &130gsm Satin finish art paper. Collated, folded, stapled and trimmed to final size of A4. 1000 copies £977 + additional £40 to supply & insert 600 into envelopes.
85/06  Planning Applications

Planning applications were discussed up to the end of April 2007 in order to expedite outstanding applications. Minutes of these to be found in the Planning Committee.

Cllr Olden gave a brief summary of the planning application for the Village shop portocabin. He said that WBC granted permission on 27th April 2007 for a period of 5 years for temporary siting with no conditions, and the land to be restored to its former state. He said that the new council would need to address the infrastructure requirement ie drainage, toilet facilities etc.

The Chairman thanked both Cllr Olden and Shimield for their diligence during their Term of Office as Councillors for Frensham Parish Council.

Cllr Olden offered to continue to complete Phase II of the replacement windows for the Pavilion. He also offered to continue with planning and development issues relating to the Village Shop. AGREED. The Members expressed their appreciation.

Cllr Shimield offered to continue to keep the website up to date with material sent from the Clerk and Councillors. AGREED. The Members expressed their appreciation.
Mr Haytree ( New Councillor ) offered to install all the Phase II windows thereby saving the Parish Council installation costs. AGREED. The Members expressed their appreciation.
