Chairman’s Report

The Chairman, Cllr Mike Millerchip said that the new Council had now settled into a smooth running administration and were investigating a number of projects for the future. With only six Councillors many of the new schemes were in partnership with local organisations, which is a diverse and productive way to proceed. He thanked all the Councillors for their work undertaken voluntarily within the Parish.

He thanked all members of the public who in different ways help to make the community a better place to live and work. 

He said that following the completion of the parish questionnaire, which Cllr Len Davis has been working tirelessly on this year and will shortly culminate in a Parish Plan, and in due course a Design Statement for the Parish maybe added to the current Plan but of this will be explained after my Report by Cllr Davis but in the meantime I on behalf of all the Councillors convey our sincere thanks to him for all his efforts which included securing grant monies from the Countryside Agency to enable printing the Plan for all Parishioners.

Cllr Shimield has been progressing the web site and has produced three newsletters this last year each sponsored by local businesses. They have been posted to each household in the Parish and contain information relating to community and Parish items. The next newsletter he will produce will contain the Annual Report and Accounts. Please contact him with items for the website or sponsorship for the newsletter. We thank him for his hard work on these projects. I would add to this that a grant for website development was successful together with an additional sum for the Clerks new computer; we thank our County Councillor John Foster for his support in this application.

John Foster also assisted by way of a grant through the Parish Council a sum of money, which assisted the Bowls Club extension to proceed to its current build. Both the Bowls Club and Parish Council are extremely grateful for his support.

Cllr Olden with Mr Bonner investigated the playground surface and it was agreed to maintain and top up with bark chippings, which they manually did together. His currently ascertaining the value of replacing the windows at the pavilion, but it must be remembered that these are costly jobs and take sometime to complete. 

Cllr Morgan, Vice-Chairman has been working on obtaining a piece of land for community use in Rushmoor. Recently he attended a land auction, but this proved too expensive, there maybe however ways of obtaining a lease on some land and he intends to pursue this option. Our admiration goes to Cllr Morgan for working so determinedly for the people of Rushmoor in trying to obtain some community space. 

Another major community project is the village shop and post office. The Parish Council has submitted a planning application to Waverley and is awaiting the outcome. The village shop AGM will be held on Wednesday 27th April 7.30pm Marindin Hall we urge all to attend to support this invaluable amenity.

Parish Councillors also continue to work and lobby on issues like traffic calming and planning, thank you Gentlemen.

The Chairman concluded by thanking the Clerk; she supports the Parish Council by putting time and effort into her job, she has knowledge which would be hard to replace and has served Frensham Parish Council for 16 years and I hope for many more years to come. 

Charities Report – 1 April 2004 to 31 January 2005

The income received for the year 2004/05, with the balance of £1121.90 carried forward from the previous year, and totalled £3406.29

The districts benefiting from the Charity are Frensham, Churt, Hindhead and Rowledge, all being in the ancient Parish of Frensham.

Returns are not yet complete, but in one parish, food parcels, vouchers for the same for use in local shops or in a supermarket, in addition to a hot winter lunch, had been given to 77 people. £200 was given in supermarket vouchers to a family still with long term problems of illness, £50 to another man with a terminal illness and £86 each to 2 families with financial problems. In two other parishes, 26 and 38 people had received similar gifts, in the remaining parish; their portion is likely to be spent later in the current year.

The Chairman thanked Cllr Davis for his presentation then invited questions from the public and offered refreshments following the meeting.
Questions from the Public

Mr S Webster asked if the Council had made contact with PC Damien Burridge who is the dedicated Police Officer for Churt, Frensham, Rushmoor and Hindhead and very active within the area.

The Council as yet had not been introduced to the PC but Cllr Morgan is in contact with the local Police.

Mrs Houston asked that apart from the suggestion for a footpath from the school to the church perhaps another one could be considered from the main road to Reeds Road and advised the Council to discuss this with Mrs J Reader.

Cllr Davis made a note of the idea and said that a further suggestion had been made to increase car parking for the Marindin Hall on land to the north of the Mariners to Wire Cut on the A287.

Cllr Reece asked if speed restrictions were to be changed on the A287.

Cllr Davis said he had had no information of this from Surrey County Council, but in the past the consultant from Highways had indicated that it would be consistent to make the whole stretch through the village, including the school, 30mph. He added that it would be useful to utilise flashing speed signs on a temporary basis and this was being investigated.
