05/09  Approve minutes

Minutes of the Meeting of the 26th March 2009 having been circulated prior to the meeting were approved and signed. 

06/09  Approval of cheques and Financial Matters

a. As circulated prior to the meeting the cheques for March and April 2009 were approved and signed.

i. Zurich insurance over budget by £3400 due to increased insurance cover as previously agreed.

ii. The surplus in 2008/9 accounts was almost exactly what was anticipated in the agreed 2009/10 budget. 

iii. Precept and half Compensatory grant received.

iv. Meeting to be arranged to discuss Compensatory grant between the Clerk and Cllrs Morgan and Davis. 

b. Members noted the current budget 2008/09 to 31st April 2009.  No Sec 137 payments.

c. Agreed to Approve and sign Statement of Accounts and Annual Governance Statement for the Annual Return 31st March 2009 from External Audit.

d. Agreed to Approve and sign Accounts year ending 31st March 2009.

e. Comments from the Internal Auditor. Attached to Minutes. Agreed to increase Fidelity as recommended. The clerk to investigate the cost of increasing to either £60K or £80K and to report to the next meeting.

f. Noted the date of the external audit 2007/08 as being 8th June 2009.

g. Approval of Chairman’s Allowance. Agreed £150 for 2009/10.
h. Agreed to wait for a request for a Burial Grant from St Mary’s Church. 

C.Cllr Harmer joined the Meeting at this point 7.55pm.

07/09  Planning Applications

Planning Committee Minutes noted as previously circulated.

08/09  Village Design Statement
Cllrs Millerchip and Carter had met and prepared a draft which will be ready shortly and emailed to all members for comment upon layout, grammar and spelling only, as text has been approved and adopted by WBC. Photographs and maps will be inserted later; Cllr Davis agreed to chase WBC for digital parish maps.

9/09  Recreation Ground.

a. Pavilion Replacement Roof Project – update 26th h March 2009 (Minute no:  86/08 refers). Solar panel scheme. Accepted EcoLyf quotation of £5238, within the agreed budget of £6,000. Quotations and financial statement to date attached to Record Minutes. 

b. Hollowdene Playground Working Party – Draft notes were circulated and attached to Record Minutes.  Noted the Annual RoSPA inspection will take place in June. 

c. Shortfield Common  – Cllr Millerchip said that Frances Halstead from Surrey Wildlife Trust is arranging for various advisors to survey the habitat and will report back in due course. A number of residents had volunteered to assist with this project.

d. Listed Finger Post  Cllr Davis reported on the refurbishment project. Surrey Highways’ small work gang have removed the ‘fingers’ for rubbing down in preparation for repainting and sign re-writing. They would return later to rub down the post. The owner of the site, Mr Lyons, had cut back the hedge so the sign will now be visible. It was agreed that the Council should now proceed with the re-writing of the ‘fingers’ as the cost could be recovered from Highways as the owners of the listed Heritage sign. C.Cllr Harmer advised that to obtain a person to undertake the specialist repainting Cllr Davis might wish to make contact with WBC Heritage Officer or Surrey Hills Rob Fairbanks. Cllr Millerchip to speak with Mr David Lyons. 
e. Bulb Planting – Cllr Davis gave a brief outline on a proposed scheme the verge of the A287 from the Mariners to Wire Cut.
i. To cut the grass June & September with the permission of SCC, to keep the area tidy and to plant suitable spring bulbs.
ii. The Clerk would investigate the cost of adding this grass cutting to Pan’s contract, and would report at the next meeting.
iii. Cllr Segar agreed to arrange a small volunteer group to organise the planting in time for next spring.
f. Village entry signage – Cllr Segar & the Clerk felt that the entry signs to the Parish (along the A287 in Frensham and along the Tilford straight in Rushmoor) were in dire need of replacement. They suggested that 4 new entry signs be purchased, bearing a logo, or similar device, C.Cllr Harmer advised that an approach be made to Surrey Hills Society who could advise on possible sources and costs; SCC Highways approval would be required together with a maintenance agreement. Grant applications will be made to fund the project if it is feasible to proceed.  

g. Approvals for use of Recreation Ground.  
i. Biocompatibles UK to use the ground for their Company Rounders match on 17th June 2009. Agreed. It was suggested that they should make a donation on this occasion towards the playground project.
ii. School Reunion Sunday 21st June 2009. Agreed.
iii. Frensham CC various charity and annual events. Agreed subject to usual conditions.

13/09  Traffic Calming Issues/Highway matters

a. SCC Highways update - report update from C Cllr Harmer. He advised that resurfacing would take place on A287 between Pond Land and Bacon Lane. The resurfacing scheme in each village has yet to be agreed, but after discussion FPC will request resurfacing Moons Hill/Fifield Lane 150 metres either side of the crossroad with Kennel Lane & Hamlash Lane. He would like the views of the Rushmoor Councillors regarding where to position the limit points for Highways proposal on the 30mph adherence in Rushmoor. He outlined a new suggestion for the Hollybush Lane Scheme and took away comments for revision, matter pending.
