Apologies

In the absence of the Chairman Cllr Reece took the Chair for the Meeting.
18/08  Disclosure of Pecuniary and other Interests.
No members, in relation to any items included on the agenda for this meeting, disclosed any interests which are required to be disclosed by Section 94(1) of the Local Government Act 1972; and in accordance with The Parish Councils (Model Code of Conduct) Order 2007.

Cllr Pointer reported that she had returned her ‘Register of Interests’ form some weeks ago.

19/08  Approve minutes

Minutes of the Meeting of the 11th May 2008 having been circulated prior to the meeting were approved and signed. 

20/08  Approval of cheques and Financial Matters

a. As circulated prior to the meeting the cheques for May and June 2008 were approved and signed. 

b. Members noted the current budget 2008/09 to 30th June 2008. 

i. Noted S.137 payments to Frensham Church and the River Wey Trust as per cheque schedule. 

c. The Internal Auditor had no matters to bring to our attention from the 2007/08 accounts, other than a reminder to minute S137 payments.

d. The completion of the external audit 2007/08 was expected shortly.

e. Members ratified the new Internal Audit Procedures: Terms of Reference & Effectiveness Report as attached and included in the Accounting File.

f. The appeal for funds from Surrey Crimestoppers was refused; Cllrs felt that there was little or no demand for their telephone service from the Parish.
21/08  Planning Applications

Planning Committee Minutes noted as previously circulated.

22/08  Village Design Statement
a. It was reported that the village design statement was approved by Waverley Council executive at their last meeting so that it could become a 'supplementary planning document' and part of the Local Plan.  This gives it official recognition and requires that it be taken into account in any new planning application for Frensham.  However, as Geraldine Maloney indicated, this status depended upon the confidently anticipated change in legislation promised by the Westminster government, which has not yet occurred. 
The VDS, therefore, cannot become an official Supplementary Planning Document now until central government finds the time to activate the legislation.  However, Waverley will take the VDS into account when plans for the parish of Frensham are considered, just as if the legislation had been activated.  The only problem may be that, if a developer were to appeal a refusal by Waverley, because the development was contrary to the VDS, the document would have less influence than it would have been able to exert if the legislation had been in force.
b. Cllr Carter tabled a proposed revision to the VDS wording concerning the BOAT across Frensham Common. Three Cllrs had met with representatives of the local Trail Bikers club and had agreed to suggest the attached wording as a replacement for the Council’s policy to work for a downgrading of the BOAT status to a Bridleway. C. Cllr Harmer said that the Surrey Hills Society had asked that the County Council look into downgrading BOATs across Surrey, and he was investigating. After discussion it was agreed to adopt the new wording but to closely monitor developments.
c. As Waverley has now approved the VDS it was agreed that we should now move quickly to publish the document, and Cllr Millerchip would be asked to expedite this.
23/08  Recreation Ground.

a. Pavilion Replacement Roof Project  (Minute no:  81/07(B) refers). A detailed funding request had been made to CEMEX for a landfill tax grant of £12,000; a final response was expected by now, but there had been delays at the Trust. Cllr Davis thanked Cllrs Millerchip and Haytree for providing detailed costings & timings to support the application. Cllrs noted that the inspection of the roof by Cllrs Haytree & Millerchip was still outstanding.
b.  Annual RoSPA Inspection  - noted that the Report is awaited and the Clerk will review the works with Mr Bonner. Cllr Reece said that it was possible (for a slightly higher fee) to attend the inspection and hear the comments directly, so it was agreed that we would attempt to do this at the next inspection

c. Recreation Ground Sub-Committee  - due to staff illness, no date for will be made at the present time.  Agreed.

d. Disabled Parking Space Members thanked that Cllr Haytree for installing two small ‘Disabled Parking’ signs, saying ‘Frensham Parish Council’. Agreed that the monies spent will be refunded on production of the receipt.

e. Wildlife Corridor – Deferred for Cllr Millerchip to advise; the next step will be to hold a meeting of residents living in the area.

24/08 Community Building Project (Village Shop, Post Office & Parish Office)

The planning application WA08/0310 will not now be considered by WBC Planning Committee until the 28th August 2008. Members were extremely concerned over this additional delay; the application will have been with WBC for over 6 months at the end of August. Cllr Davis said he understood the delay was down to pressure of work, but Members felt it would be advisable to ask our local Waverley Councillor to check. Agreed to contact Ms Warner-O’Neill. As agreed at the last meeting Cllrs Millerchip and Davis should attend the planning committee meeting. 

25/08
Councillor’s attendance at meetings/seminars/etc.

a. Noted the next SCC Local Committee in Waverley Friday 12th Sept 2008 Cranleigh.
b. WBC Town & Parish Council meeting 7th July. Cllr Pointer said she understood there was little to report. 
c. Agreed to nominate Cllr Davis to attend SCC Local Committee (Waverley); Haslemere & Western Villages Transportation Task Group as and when invited.

d. Cllr Davis gave a verbal report following his attendance at the Parish Cluster meeting held in Churt during June. For details see Planning minutes for 9th July.

Newsletter Editor and Press Releases /Publicity

a. Cllr Carter reported that the Summer Edition was at the printers with sponsorship obtained to a value of £200.00 (from the Hollybush, the BlueBell and the Garden Centre).

b. Cllrs Carter and Millerchip had agreed a standardised advertising rate of £100/page for the remainder of 2008/9. They would review this for 2009/10.
27/08  Website www.frensham-pc.gov.uk
The website now has an ‘Events’ section which was extremely full. Cllr Carter reported that she had requested Geoff  Howe to provide some photos of Rushmoor  to add to the site, and asked that anyone with news items should send them to her.

28/08  Traffic Calming Issues/Highway matters

a. SCC Highways update  C Cllr Harmer would chase up progress on the S106 expenditure around Overside at the next Highways meeting; otherwise he had nothing to report.

b. Local Policing. Cllr Pointer said that our local policeman had retired and had been replaced by a full-time officer. Cllr Morgan would give more details at the next meeting.

c. Callbox removal.  Cllr Morgan was attempting to retain the callbox at the end of Sandy Lane; the other threatened call boxes in the Parish would be removed. To ensure that the British Legion box was kept for decorative use, it was necessary to write to BT, and Members asked that the Clerk should do so.
