The chairman welcomed all present and said that this was the last working meeting of the present Council.

59/10  Disclosure of Pecuniary and other Interests.
No members, in relation to any items included on the agenda for this meeting, disclosed any interests which are required to be disclosed by Section 94(1) of the Local Government Act 1972; and in accordance with The Parish Councils (Model Code of Conduct) Order 2007.

60/10  Approve minutes

Minutes of the Meeting of the 19th January 2011 having been circulated prior to the meeting were approved and signed. 

61/10  Approval of cheques and Financial Matters

a. As circulated prior to the meeting cheques for Jan & Feb 2011 were approved & signed.
b. Members noted the current budget 2010/11 to 28th February 2011. Furthermore Agreed and Approved the Budget 2011/2012 with the already agreed Precept of £33,000

i. No S.137 payments.

ii. Members considered making any virements from the present Budget.                  It was agreed that £8,000 to be transferred from Reserves to Parish Office budget for the purpose of fitting out the Parish Office. Should any further funds be required then an additional £5,000 be made available from other specified budgets in order to complete this project. The transfer of funds from Reserves and other Budgets is in order to avoid any increase in the Precept.
iii. Members considered Financial Regulations and it was agreed that Standing Orders numbers 3.4 and 9.3 be suspended until the next Council meeting the reason being to expedite the purchase for the specifics of furnishing, equipping and fitting the new building of the Parish Council. See below for information:-
3.4 The RFO may incur expenditure on behalf of the Council, in agreement with the Chairman or Committee Chairman, which is necessary to carry out any repair, replacement or other work which is of such extreme urgency that it must be done at once, whether or not there is any budgetary provision for the expenditure, subject to a limit of £500. The Clerk shall report the action to the appropriate committee as soon as practicable thereafter.

9.3 The RFO shall be responsible for obtaining value for money at all times and ensure as far as is reasonable and practicable that the best available terms are obtained in respect of each transaction, usually by obtaining three or more quotations/estimates from appropriate suppliers unless the value is below £1,000

iv. Review of Insurance- It was agreed to remain with Zurich following a review, update and consideration of another company, the differential was only £200.
v. Review of internal audit – it was agreed to remain with Maxwell & Co as the alternative quotation was vague. The cost has been reduced by £75 to £400.
62/10  Planning Applications

a. Cllrs noted the Planning Committee Minutes, as previously circulated. 
b. It was agreed to confirm the response to the draft extension proposal from Frensham CC, as agreed at the last planning meeting. Letter attached to planning minutes.

63/10  Recreation Ground.

a. Hollowdene Playground Working Party – Cllrs Reece Davis & Segar. 

i. Cllr Reece reported: - The Springer now installed and additional attention to the painting has been remedied. An additional cost for turf of £650 was agreed by the Chairman, sub-committee and the Clerk and now ratified. 

b. Shortfield Common – Cllr Millerchip   

i. Circular Tree Seat – The provision of a circular memorial seat around the Millennium Oak tree as previously agreed with monies from public fund is now pending a suitable design and manufacturer which the Chairman and Clerk will investigate.

ii. Agreements  -A draft document as prepared by Cllr Davis will be presented in due course. It was agreed that this approach would save the public costs and the documents could be downloaded from the website should any resident wish to use it. 
c. Community use of land – following last meeting approvals for permission in principle agreed subject to receipt of acceptable conditions and paperwork to the :
i. Frensham Fayre 18th June 2011 – insurance yet to be received

ii. Scarecrow Event – 3 day weekend 30th April, 1 & 2 May 2011-no paperwork.
d. Contracts – to review the current contract prices and need.

i. Monthly play area maintenance. In view of the large increase it was agreed to defer this contract and Councillors agreed to pick up any litter.

ii. Rabbits & Moles. In view of the large annual cost, which mainly benefits the cricket and bowls it was agreed to cancel this contract.

iii. Wheelie bin. In view of the monthly cost and light usage it was agreed to cancel this contract.

iv. Rospa Annual Inspection. It was agreed to remain with Rospa as the cost difference is little and the quality mark of Rospa worthwhile.

v. Noted that the grass-cutting contracts are not due for renewal until 2013.
64/10  Community Parish Office – Cllrs Millerchip, Davis, Reece and the Clerk.

a. Cllrs Millerchip, Reece and Davis said that a number of items would now be ordered following the agreement at Minute 61/10(b iii).
b. The sub-committee gave a progress update regarding the fitting out of the office : fire alarms, extinguishers, blinds, carpets & vinyl, tables & chairs and computer/office equipment are ready to be ordered.. Housekeeping items and Arcadia’s extra’s also to be paid. Estimated Budget £15,000 further new building meetings would be required. An update to be fully discussed at the next planning meeting on 6th April 2011.
c. Members noted that a new recycled notice-board has been ordered part funded by SCC with C.Cllrs Harmers local fund and will be attached to the new parish office. Thanks were expressed.

d. At the last meeting it was agreed that the Chairman and the Clerk sign transfer documentation relating to the Parish building.  It was further agreed that they sign all legal, contractual and utility documents/contracts relating to the building in the future. (NB nothing has been signed to date- Cllr Davis took the transfer document to peruse) Agreed to approve as an addition to Standing Orders.
e. Cllrs Millerchip and Davis presented in principle the Lease Terms for the Village Shop, which Members approved subject to the shop committee approval. 

NOTE the rent is not a commercial one but low as it is a Community Building, built     specifically for the community as part of the planning agreement for the site.

f. It was agreed to consider the usage and working practises of the Parish Office at the next planning meeting. The draft document will be emailed to all councillors for the initial discussion on 6th April 2011.
65/10  Rushmoor Community  - Cllr Reece
a. Rushmoor Phone Box – Members considers funding the planning application fee of around £350. Agreed in principle with confirmed details and plans to be presented. The group of volunteers are known as The Hankley Common Atlantic Wall Trust and will use it for presenting art, information etc.

b. Proposed Rushmoor Tennis Club – Members noted that initial work is being undertaken.

Councillor’s attendance at meetings/seminars/etc.
a. Noted the next SCC Local Committee in Waverley Chiddingfold 18th March 2011
b. Members noted that the next WBC Town & Parish is expected in June/July.

c. Noted that the Clerk attended a meeting of the County Council's Haslemere and Western Villages Task Group and another will be scheduled shortly. The sole purpose of the meeting was to hear from County Council officers and their ideas for involving Parish Councils directly in the arrangements for Highways "horticultural" management - essentially weed management and verge maintenance.

Newsletter Editor and Press Releases /Publicity- Website www.frensham-pc.gov.uk - Current newsletter published March/Spring 2011 edition at the printers – no sponsorship was found.. Next edition due summer with sponsorship to be sought. Cllr Carter to report. The newsletter will have an insert concerning the emergency plan seeking response for willingness to assist.

68/10  Traffic Calming Issues/Highway matters/Community Issues

a. SCC Highways update – C.Cllr Harmer said that A287 from Pond Lane to Millbridge is No 4 on the list of works for resurfacing. Surface dressing will be undertaken on an area some point from the School to the Mill. The new SCC contractors are May Gurney and the highway horticulture and Rights of Way is Poulsoms.  He advised that the Surrey Police Force is the only Force in the Country hiring new police personnel at the present time, which is good news.

b. Local Policing- PCSO Francis taken at the beginning of the meeting. He outlined the last 2 months of crime within this area. Seven various crimes in totals mainly from beauty spots, some from shed break-ins and grounds, one a dog bite. The Chairman thanked the Officer and said that the Councillors very much appreciated the Police presence at the meetings and especially in being so high profile in and around the Village. 

c. Community Issues  -  Hollybush Lane Traffic Calming - Cllr Millerchip showed a fresh scheme and it was agreed that it would be submitted to SCC the plan will encompass a broader area in Shortfield Common Road and have aspects of safety for children.

d. Emergency Plan – Cllr Carter said that the draft plan required additional detail from locals willing to assist and this will come from the returned questionnaire, which are in the newsletter. Completed forms to go to either to the village shop or the clerk.

69/10  Annual Assembly – 13th April 2011

Cllrs agreed to assist in the arrangements re: the reception for the above meeting.

It was also agreed that a formal opening would be held at the new Parish Office, date to be arranged. 

70/10  Local Elections 5th May 2011
