Apologies

The Chairman invited PC Hawkes to address the meeting.

PC Hawkes gave an update on local issues:

· 48 speeding tickets have been issues on the A287 and another survey will be undertaken in due course to ascertain the impact.

· Beauty spot car park thefts are down by 75%. Largely thanks to an inter-active sign (the only one in the whole country) and high visibility patrols.

· Autumn newsletter due out soon.

· Rushmoor Straight 30mph to be further discussed with Rushmoor Councillors and residents, possibly a survey will be undertaken for insertion into the Parish newsletter. 

· PC Hawkes will put an article in the Parish magazine regarding the dog problem on the recreation ground.

· Long term parking of lorries, vans and cars on the recreation ground have been noted and owners to be contacted and requested that they be moved.

· 3 sheep have been killed and a dog is suspected.

· A new Special Constable, Martin Dix has been trained and will be working alongside PC Hawkes.

29/09  Approval of cheques and Financial Matters

a. As circulated prior to the meeting the cheques for July and August 2009 were approved and signed.

b. To note the current budget 2009/10 to 30th June2009.
i. No S.137 payments as per cheque schedule.
ii. Final Compensatory Grant cheques received from WBC.
c. The Clerk reported that the Parish Council Bank accounts have been reviewed. The bank has made a modest refund and it was agreed to purchase a seat with Council funds and the bank refund.

d. Agreed that the first draft Budget Meeting will be held Wed. 7th October following Planning Meeting and if required 11th November again following Planning Meeting. Approval of the 2010/02011 Budget to be given at the 18th November Council Meeting.
30/09  Planning Applications

Minutes as previously circulated.

31/09  Village Design Statement
Cllrs Millerchip will circulate a revised draft VDS to each Councillor for comment, which will include maps. It is hoped that the finished document will be ready for circulation with the autumn newsletter in November. 

32/09  Recreation Ground.

a. Pavilion Replacement Roof Project – Cllr Davis will inform members and guests of the arrangements for  the formal opening ceremony.
b. Hollowdene Playground Working Party – Cllr Segar reported that RASP has awarded £5,000 to the playground project. SurreyHills Leader application to be completed as the expression of interest application has been accepted. The Clerk to make an application to SCC C.Cllr Harmer. Reinforced grass surface with special matting looks a good option for surfacing and the Rospa report recommends surface requires attention. The trees make the area dark and gloomy these will be checked. Quotation available for repainting certain items of equipment @ £520 to be revised.

c. Shortfield Common  - no report.

d. Listed Finger Post  - The clerk reported that the fingers are ready for installation and a quotation of £ 85.00 for repainting the post was agreed.
e. Bulb Planting – Cllr Segar explained the project to plant 3000 crocus bulbs and some wildflowers seeds on the verge from the Bridge to Wire Cut A287. Area to be rotivated.Cllr Segar to check that the planting is acceptable to countryside groups. Budget agreed of up to £175.
f. Village entry signage –agreed to adopt as the Parish’s logo the design that incorporates the pond, sailing boat and bracken, which will be used on the entry signs. Each sign including oak posts costs est. £200 50% will be funded by SurreyHills with “in the SurreyHills” noted on the signs. Please drive carefully through our village signed below main sign.

g. Christmas Decoration / Lights – Cllrs Segar and Pointer reported on various sites and issues concerning the trees. Agreed that a budget of up to £500 be allocated for Christmas trees and lights under the direction of Cllr Segar.
h. Grass cutting – a new 3 year contract will be agreed for the season beginning 2010. The Clerk advised that dog fouling is problematic, causing distress to the contractors and grounds-men. Blatant flouting of the ‘dogs on leads’ signs and disregard to clean up after their dogs is a grave cause for concern. PC  Hawkes agreed to monitor and put an article in the Parish Magazine. The matter will be further discussed at the forthcoming recreation ground meeting.
i. Recreation Ground Sub-Committee meeting.  - Agreed 14th October 2009. Cllrs Millerchip and Davis with the Clerk to attend.
j. Remembrance Sunday – The Chairman to lay the poppy wreath at the War Memorial on Sunday 8th November 2009.

k. British Telecom – Members considered the Adopt a local red telephone kiosk scheme. Agreed Cllr Millerchip to review the paperwork with the Clerk noting that previously agreed that Rushmoor and British Legion kiosks should remain and Frensham School kiosk be removed.

36/09  Traffic Calming Issues/Highway matters

a. SCC Highways update - report update from C Cllr Harmer. He advised of  street closures at The Street road for 1 day for a large load to be unloaded at the School also at Gardeners Hill Road, diversion Kennel Lane. Pond lane A287 is scheduled for work but this might be delayed until the spring. The Section 106 Hollybush Lane scheme has not progressed and David Harmer will contact Highways to ascertain the current position.

b. Local Policing- report taken by PC Hawkes at the start of the meeting.

c. Community Issues Rushmoor issue concerning the speed limit was dealt with during the meeting – ie to produce a survey relating to the 30mph – The exact wording of the questions should be discussed between John Hilder, PC Rob Hawkes and Rushmoor Councillors together with C.Cllr Harmer.

Parish Office – agreed that the Chairman sign on behalf of the Council the extension to the Supplemental Agreement extending the period to 31st March 2010 or later in the event it takes longer to arrange for the stopping up of that part of the public highway which forms part of the site.
