30/08  Disclosure of Pecuniary and other Interests.

31/08  Casual Vacancy

A letter of resignation has been received from Mr G Haytree and the Clerk has implemented the procedure for Co-option and seeking a replacement for the Frensham Ward.  An entry regarding this matter is to be placed in the Frensham Parish Magazine for October.

32/08  Approve minutes

Minutes of the Meeting of the 16th July 2008, having been circulated prior to the meeting, were approved and signed. 

33/08  Approval of cheques and Financial Matters

a. As circulated prior to the meeting, the cheques for July and August 2008 were approved and signed. 

b. Members noted the current budget 2008/09 to 31st August 2008. 

i. No S.137 payments 
c. The External Auditor had two matters to bring to our attention from the 2007/08 accounts namely:

i. Terms of Reference & Effectiveness (Undertaken 2008/09 Minute 20/08)
ii. Asset Register (As per Insurance Schedule)

The Audit was concluded satisfactorily and unqualified. 

d. Noted the first preliminary Budget Meeting on Wed. 8th October following Planning.
34/08  Planning Applications

Planning Committee Minutes noted as previously circulated.

35/08  Village Design Statement
No update due to Cllr Davis’s absence.  This matter was, however, pressing and would be deferred for consideration at the earliest possible opportunity.

36/08  Recreation Ground.

a. Pavilion Replacement Roof Project  (Minute no:  81/07(B) refers). Cllr Davis made a detailed funding request to CEMEX for a landfill tax grant of £12,000; the application has been successful in achieving the full amount requested. The Chairman thanked Cllr Davis in his absence for his excellent efforts. A full funding and costing scheme will be presented in due course, together with a specification and quotations. It was agreed that Cllrs Davis and Millerchip with Mr Olden would work on the project, Clubs would be advised and invited to contribute to the funding.  It was also noted that the matter was urgent in view of the time constraints of the grant. 
b.  Annual RoSPA Inspection  - noted that the report has been received and bark top up should be considered. Costs to be investigated and report to next Meeting.  The decision on the funding was deferred to the pre-budget session on October 8th.

c. Recreation Ground Sub-Committee  - the date for the next meeting has been agreed for Wed. 22nd October 2008 at 7.30pm in the Pavilion. 

d. Bowls Club Wet-Weather Shelter -  update 12th March 2008 (Minute no:  81/07(G) refers). Cllr Millerchip informed the Council that he and Cllr Davis with Mr Bonner from the Bowls Club had met and discussed the shelter. It was agreed to allow the Bowls Club to erect the open-sided shelter at the expense of the club.

e. Wildlife Corridor – Deferred for Cllr Millerchip to advise; the next step will be to hold a meeting of residents living in the area of Shortfield Common.  The matter of the budget for this project was deferred to the pre-budget meeting of 8th October.

f. Wooden Bollards –  Cllr Millerchip has formed a group of Shortfield Common residents with whom he is to meet to discuss matters relating to this area of the village such as  the Wildlife Corridor and bank erosion.  This project was linked with item (g) below and, because of financial implications was deferred for further discussion to the pre-budget meeting of October 8th.
g. Millennium Monies – FPC is holding £1000 balance from Millennium activities in the Village. It had been agreed to utilise this fund towards a new seat and notice board in front of the proposed new Village shop.  However, this might be reconsidered in connection with (f) above, and was also deferred to October 8th.
1. Notice Boards – During the last financial year it was agreed to replace the Rushmoor notice board with a recycled material design in the sum of approx. £1000 from monies held in the Rushmoor Budget (P8) total £11,000. (Minute no P32/07c & 46/07c refers). In the light of (g) above, this matter was also deferred to October 8th.  Cllr Harmer would be consulted on the possibility of funding for this.
