The Chairman invited PC Hawkes to address the meeting.

PC Hawkes gave an update on local issues:

· Speed enforcement campaign on the A287 is coming to an end – details in the Parish newsletter.

· A RTA with injuries occurred outside Frensham Garden Centre with speed being the probable cause/

· A resident reported concerns regarding the inconsiderate parking in Wire Cut.

· Police Surgeries are proving popular especially the one held at the Wednesday lunch club.

40/09  Approval of cheques and Financial Matters

a. As circulated prior to the meeting the cheques for September and October 2009 were approved and signed.

d. Agreed to increase the monetary value in two Financial Standing Orders namely:

3.4
The RFO may incur expenditure on behalf of the Council, in agreement with the Chairman or Committee Chairman, which is necessary to carry out any repair, replacement or other work which is of such extreme urgency that it must be done at once, whether or not there is any budgetary provision for the expenditure, subject to a limit of £500. The Clerk shall report the action to the appropriate committee as soon as practicable thereafter.
9.3 The RFO shall be responsible for obtaining value for money at all times and ensure as far as is reasonable and practicable that the best available terms are obtained in respect of each transaction, usually by obtaining three or more quotations/estimates from appropriate suppliers unless the value is below £1,000

41/09  Precept requirement 2010/11

Proposed by Cllr Davis, seconded by Cllr Reece and Members agreed and approved unanimously a Precept for 2010/11 of £32,000 to be requested from Waverley as recommended at the Finance Meeting held on 7th October  & 11th November 2009. It was noted that there is NO % increase over last year.

42/09  Planning Applications

Minutes as previously circulated.

Cllr Davis advised that a group of residents have organised themselves to oppose certain planning applications in the east Millbridge area.

43/09  Village Design Statement
Cllrs Millerchip said he was waiting for maps only then the document is ready to go to the printers by the end of this week. it will be ready for circulation with the autumn newsletter in November. Cllr Millerchip and Davis in the Clerk’s absence will stick the labels and stamps on the envelopes and post them. Cllr Davis thanked Cllr Millerchip for finishing the VDS.

44/09  Recreation Ground.

a. Pavilion Replacement Roof Project – Cllr Davis will inform members and guests of the arrangements for the formal opening ceremony when the plaque arrives, in the meantime this item will be removed from the agenda.
b. Hollowdene Playground Working Party – No report. Cllr Reece agreed to complete the Leader grant application forms. C Cllr Harmer has proposed allocating £2,000 from his grant monies towards the project. Members thanked him for his financial support.

c. Tree work in the Recreation Ground – a quotation of £720 has been received from Mr Ballard for work to tree in the playground and perimeter of recreation ground. Agreed 
d. Shortfield Common  - Cllr Millerchip said that a schedule of works is to be drawn up to use for estimating; various work items – woodland thinning, copse work, VE Oak tree tidy up and seat around the Oak tree.
e. Bulb Planting – Cllr Segar said that 3000 crocus bulbs and some wildflowers seeds on the verge from the Bridge to Wire Cut A287 were planted Sunday 15th Nov with the help of a number of volunteers. Members thanked Cllr Segar and look forward to seeing the results in the spring.
f. Village entry signage – The Clerk advised that following the agreement at the last Council meeting the logo has been drawn up, checked and alterations suggested, now waiting for the next draft and the Rushmoor draft.

g. Village rural directional signs - The Clerk said that she was waiting to hear from Surrey Hills concerning the way forward on this project. C.Cllr Harmer mentioned that the delay might be that they are reviewing materials used ie possibility of using recycled material.

h. Christmas Decoration / Lights – noted that due to insufficient led in time this matter has been withdrawn until 2010. Cllr Millerchip advised that the British Legion would be putting up a tree as in previous years.
i. Grass cutting – a new 3-year contract is required for the season beginning 2010. 
Members discussed the grass-cutting contract for the coming 3 years. Last round a full investigation and three quotations were sought and it was agreed to appoint the two present contractors on an initial one-year contract for 2006 then 3 years. The cricket club and council have been happy with the contractor’s performance. 

Agreed to extend the Gang-mow contract with Countrywide for a further 3 years on fixed price 1st year 2010 £3250 (no % increase) 2nd year 2011 £3315 3rd Year 2012 £3382 +VAT.

Agreed to extend the grass/hedge contract with Pan for a further 3 years on fixed price 1st year 2010 £2272 (no % increase) 2nd year 2011 £2968 (with hedge-cutting) 3rd Year 2012 £2438.

j. Recreation Ground Sub-Committee meeting.  - Minutes of the Recreation Ground Sub-Committee Meeting held on Wednesday 22nd October 2009 having been circulated prior to the Meeting were Agreed and, signed.

47/09  Traffic Calming Issues/Highway matters

a. SCC Highways update - report update from C Cllr Harmer. He advised that the Section 106 Hollybush Lane scheme is progressing and showed a sketch detail of the proposed scheme which members agreed in principle with modifications. 

C.Cllr Harmer had granted £40 to the Marindin Hall towards the purchase of a salt bin, the Members agreed to match the amount further to their written request to the Parish Council.

b. Local Policing- report taken by PC Hawkes at the start of the meeting.

c. Community Issues - Cllr Reece will undertake in draft form the Rushmoor issue concerning the idea to produce a survey relating to the 30mph.

d. New Permissive Footpath – Reeds Road. Members noted details of working groups to clear the proposed route. Saturday 21st November & Monday 23rd November. Members welcomed this excellent project.

48/09  Annual Assembly –April 2010

Members considered a Speaker for the Annual Assembly and this would be further considered at the next meeting.

49/09  Meetings Timetable 2010/11

Members noted the timetable of meetings of the Parish Council 2010/11 and discussed and unanimously agreed that the meeting day should remain as Wednesday. The timetable will be confirmed at the next meeting when the venues have been fixed.

50/09  Items for the Next Agenda

Councillors should be prepared, when requesting an item for the next agenda, to provide and circulate relevant paperwork outlining their item prior to the meeting.

Question from the public.

Cllr Segar reported an unpleasant wheelie bin on the garage site, Cllr Millerchip agreed to contact the landowners and request its removal.

C.Cllr Harmer informed Members that he had some good quality audio recording equipment which communities are welcome use on a loan-sharing basis. He had the equipment funded for a history project relating to the Hindhead tunnel scheme. Contact C.Cllr David Harmer if interested.

Mr G Haytree discussed issues relating to the Recreation ground:

· He reiterated from the Rec Meeting that 3 packs of cedar shingles were missing from the roof space with a cost of £150.

· In his opinion the FCC small boiler should be condemned and the solar panels condensing pipework into an oil drum is not legal.

Cllr Millerchip said that he would investigate the above matters.

· He enquired as to the arrangements of the boundary hedge with the bowls club and proposed development site

Cllr Millerchip said that the bowls club had previously agreed to the demolition of the conifer hedge, and its replacement with a fence with some planting in front. The club would end up with an extra half metre or so.  In due course a site meeting will be held between the bowls club and the Parish Council to finalise the fence line and re-planting areas.

· He said that the guttering requires attention and if asked the bowls club would undertake to repair the 2 leaks.

Cllr Millerchip said he would investigate where the leaks are and take action. He concluded by stating that the current leak in the tennis club roof appears to be a matter for FCC and their pipework/plumbing and not the roofing contractor as previously suggested.
