Minutes of the Meeting of the 17th November 2010 having been circulated prior to the meeting were approved and signed. 

48/10  Approval of cheques and Financial Matters

a. As circulated prior to the meeting cheques for Nov & December 2010 were approved & signed.
b. Members noted the current budget 2010/11 to 31st December 2010.

Cllrs noted the Planning Committee Minutes, as previously circulated.

50/10  Recreation Ground.

a. Hollowdene Playground Working Party – Cllrs Reece Davis & Segar. 

i. Minute 27/10vii contract approved as agreed £12,500 to Halycon 17th Nov 10

ii. Cllr Reece reported on works in progress: - delay on installing the Springer and an additional cost for turf to be sought and discussed in March. Cllr Segar said she was not satisfied with the standard of re-painting. It was agreed that she contact Halycon and Cllr Reece to liaise with her and the company concerning all matters including the turf. 

b. Fencing – Members noted that due to inclement weather and Christmas period the contractor has not yet begun, but start date of 25 Jan 11 was anticipated.
c. Pothole repairs – Members noted that the contract will commence week beginning 26th Jan 2011 for tarmac repairs to holes at Rec. car park.

d. Shortfield Common – Cllr Millerchip   

i. Tree work – Cllr Millerchip said that future work on the Common would be clearance of fallen branches and small logs by a working party and the provision of a circular memorial seat around the Millennium Oak tree as previously agreed with monies from public fund.

ii. Agreements  -the outcome of the meeting with the Council’s Solicitors was explained by Cllr Davis who has a draft document as prepared by the Solicitors. It was generally felt that tosave the public costs the documents could be downloaded from the website should any resident wish to use it. The new residents in Gorse Cottages did not request such a document from the Parish. A letter-advising residents of the new arrangements should be circulated in due course. It was agreed not to approve a resident’s request to enlarge their right of way opening over the Common from 2.5metre.
e. Community use of land – Members approved permission in principle subject to receipt of acceptable conditions and paperwork to the :
i. Frensham Fayre 18th June 2011

ii. Scarecrow Event – 3 day weekend 30th April, 1 & 2 May 2011
51/10  Community Parish Office – Cllrs Millerchip, Davis, Reece and the Clerk.

i. Cllrs Millerchip and Davis reported on aspects of internal finishes and specification following a recent meeting with the above working party last week. Cllrs Millerchip and Davis to have a further meeting with Arcadia on Thursday to discuss certain finishes. Cllr Reece is investigating tables and chairs for the meeting room. Estimated Budget £15,000.

It was agreed that further new building meetings would be required.

ii. It was agreed to authorise the Clerk and Cllr Millerchip to sign the transfer documentation relating to the Parish building.

Councillor’s attendance at meetings/seminars/etc.
a. Noted the next SCC Local Committee in Waverley 18th March 2011
b. Members noted that the next WBC Town & Parish Monday 24th January 2011.

c. Frensham Common Users Group meeting held on 8 December 2010 but due to circumstances no one was available to attend. Chris Thayer has offered to attend future meetings

d. Noted that the Clerk would attend a meeting of the County Council's Haslemere and Western Villages Task Group scheduled 26 Jan.    The sole purpose of the meeting will be to hear from County Council officers their ideas for involving Parish Councils directly in the arrangements for Highways "horticultural" management - essentially weed management and verge maintenance.  It is envisaged that the meeting will first establish the current respective responsibilities of all three tiers of local government and then explore the opportunities to rationalise arrangements in the future.  Waverley BC will also be represented and may wish to provide additional input from their perspective.

Newsletter Editor and Press Releases /Publicity- Website www.frensham-pc.gov.uk - Cllr Carter said that she had emailed the new 2011 timetable for the newsletter and the next edition begins its cycle in February. It was agreed to print and insert into the newsletter a flyer concerning the emergency plan seeking response for willingness to assist.

54/10  Traffic Calming Issues/Highway matters/Community Issues

a. SCC Highways update – C.Cllr Harmer said that SCC refilled the grit bins after heavy usage. Cautious use of grit. SCC winter strategy review to be undertaken.

b. Local Policing- PC Hawkes taken at the beginning of the meeting. He outlined the last 2 months of crime within this area. Seven various crimes in totals mainly from beauty spots. The police will be reinforcing their message again in the Spring. Other thefts were shed break-ins and arson on a digger, also vulnerable horse tack. As money becomes in short supply this year demand for ‘cheap’ goods rises and in turn theft and receiving stolen goods with it.

c. Community Issues  -  Hollybush Lane Traffic Calming - Cllr Millerchip advised that following further meetings a final scheme is awaited, which will be discussed at a future planning meeting.

d. Emergency Plan – Cllr Carter said that the draft plan required additional detail from locals willing to assist. She suggested sending a flyer with the newsletter to gather this information. (see Minute 41/10). She believed in this area it would be sensible for groups of local residents to join together and take responsibility for their own small area. It does appear possible for FPC to employ an approved gritting for the Frensham area, to be clarified in due course.

55/10  Annual Assembly – 13th April 2011

It was agreed to hold a Local Communities Reception at this meeting, as it is the last meeting of the present Council. Details to be included in the newsletter.
It was also suggested that some sort of formal opening should be considered for the new Parish Office before it is used in May.

56/10  Meetings Timetable 2011/12

Members noted the timetable of meetings of the Parish Council 2011/12 to be included in the newsletter.

57/10  Local Elections 5th May 2011
Members noted that the election timetable would be available in due course when nomination papers must be received by Waverley. It was agreed to highlight the vacancies for Parish Councillor together with information regarding commitment and role of a Parish Councillor. Details to be included in the newsletter.

58/10  Items for the Next Agenda

Councillors should be prepared, when requesting an item for the next agenda, to provide and circulate relevant paperwork outlining their item prior to the meeting.

Question from the public.

Cllr Segar mentioned the email from Mr Fairhead regarding the use of a BT phone box. Cllr Reece to contact Mr Fairhead and discuss such matter as showing evidence that the local community supported his idea, the Parish council maybe able to assist financially. The scheme should also show how the box would be cared for and managed in the long term.

Mr Olden requested that any scheme involving Hollybush Lane exit onto Shortfield Common Road should be considered by the residents. It was suggested that the scheme could be amended to assist the exit from the recreation ground and this was met with some interest.
