Cllr Pointer and Reece.

The Chairman welcomed PC Hawkes and invited him to address the Meeting. He highlighted the following matters: thefts of York stone and garden ornaments and handbag thefts from cars at beauty spots. He reminded us that this is the safest division in Surrey and Surrey is the 2 / 3rd safest county in UK. He urged us to seek neighbourhood Watch Coordinators  -interested parties to contact Richard Terry. He will put something in the newsletter and Parish Magazine. PC Hawkes said that the Speed Enforcement team began last week at Rushmoor issuing warnings and tickets to those driving in excess of 40mph; many of those were local people. He said that SCC might review the 30mph limit and consider pinch points. Cllr Morgan asked for interactive speed signs, which record data and requested a permanent solution with rationalised speed limits. PC Hawkes will check if the speed visor requires a lamppost or if it can be put on a telegraph pole or if a pole could be erected for the specific purpose. Members thanked him and said they looked forward to seeing him again at a Council Meeting.

42/08  Disclosure of Pecuniary and other Interests.

No members, in relation to any items included on the agenda for this meeting, disclosed any interests which are required to be disclosed by Section 94(1) of the Local Government Act 1972; and in accordance with The Parish Councils (Model Code of Conduct) Order 2007.

43/08  Casual Vacancy

Since the September meeting and following the Statutory Notice one person applied to become a co-opted Councillor, Mary Elizabeth Segar. The Council agreed to co-opt Ms Segar subject to her completing all legal requirement forms satisfactorily.

44/08  Approve minutes

Minutes of the Meeting of the 17th September 2008, having been circulated prior to the meeting, were approved and signed. 

45/08  Approval of cheques and Financial Matters

a. As circulated prior to the meeting, the cheques for September and October 2008 were approved and signed. 

b. Members noted the current budget 2008/09 to 31st October2008.

c. Members approved and signed the Minutes of the Budget meeting held on Wednesday 8th October 2008. (Previously circulated to all Members including attachments)

iii. Update of Asset Register 2008/09 Agreed insurance increase to £600,000.
46/08  Precept requirement 2009/10

Members agreed and approved unanimously a Precept for 2009/10 of £32,000 to be requested from Waverley as recommended at the Finance Meeting held on 8th October 2008. It was noted that the increase would be 3% over last year.

47/08  Planning Applications

Minutes of the November Planning Committee (as circulated) were noted and ratified. Planning application WA08/1986 was discussed due to time constraints and it was agreed ‘No objection’.
48/08  Village Design Statement
Cllr Davis said photographs and maps are required prior to printing and he will ask WBC for map copies. He will respond to WBC concerning the denoted boundaries as shown to the Development Areas of the Parish.

49/08  Recreation Ground.

a. Pavilion Replacement Roof Project  Members received quotations with specification for the replacement Pavilion roof and quotations for woodworm treatment to the roof. Details as previously circulated and attached to Record Minutes. Members agreed the following:

i. BWT Woodworm Treatment @ £405 provided this is required following the completion of the roof works.

ii. PR @ £14,320 provided the Chairman and Mr Olden are satisfied with references and standards of work.

iii. Any additional works must be priced and added to the contract and agreed.

iv. The Solar Panels would be subject a specification and quotation at the next meeting 21 January 2009.

v. Clubs to be requested to make contributions to the project.

b.  Annual RoSPA Inspection  - noted that the report has been received. It was time for bark top up to be considered but due to certain disruption at the site next Spring when Arcadia begin work on the Community Building, it would seem advisable to wait until they have finished. Agreed.
c. Recreation Ground Sub-Committee  - Minutes of the Recreation Ground Sub-Committee Meeting held on Wednesday 22nd October 2008 having been circulated prior to the Meeting were Agreed and, signed.
d. Wildlife Corridor –Cllr Millerchip advised that he has called a meeting of residents living in the area of Shortfield Common for Sunday 23rd Nov noon to discuss and formulate an improvement  plan, which will be submitted to Council at the January meeting.. It was agreed that as the scope of this project had increased, it would now be appropriate to call the project ‘Shortfield Common’.

e. Wooden Bollards – this issue will be discussed by the group of Shortfield Common residents as noted above and reported to Council.
f. Millennium Monies – FPC is holding £1000 balance from Millennium activities in the Village. It had been agreed to utilise this fund towards a new seat and notice board in front of the proposed new Village shop.  It was agreed to revert to the original intention of the Millennium monies, which was to purchase a seat to encircle the Millennium Oak tree on Shortfield Common. This work would be part of the Shortfield Common project.

g. Lime Trees – Shortfield Common – Agreed to cut basal growth from all the Lime Trees on the Common to avoid difficulties with sight lines at a cost of £450.00.
h. Notice Boards – To note that £1,000.00 which is 50% of the total costs of 2 notice boards has been allocated by C.Cllr Harmer from his Councillor fund. It was Agreed to proceed with the scheme to provide 2 new notice boards made from recycled material. 
i. Listed Finger Post – to note that the grant for the finger post located at the Millbridge X roads has not been successful. Cllr Davis believed that SCC should be sent the bill for repairing under Listed Monuments works. An estimate for re-painting/renovation to be sought. Cllr Davis to expedite.
50/08 Community Building Project (Village Shop, Post Office & Parish Office)

The planning application WA08/0310 was heard at the 24th September meeting of WBC Western Planning Committee and Planning permission was granted with a Section 106 attached. This agreement and a minor arrangement with Surrey Highways are still outstanding, but expected within weeks. Arcadia is scheduled to begin Spring 2009. The hedge between the site and the Recreation ground is to be removed and replaced with 8’ high close board fence. This has been agreed with Bowls Club representatives.
