57/08  Disclosure of Pecuniary and other Interests.

No members, in relation to any items included on the agenda for this meeting, disclosed any interests which are required to be disclosed by Section 94(1) of the Local Government Act 1972; and in accordance with The Parish Councils (Model Code of Conduct) Order 2007.

58/08  Freedom of Information Act 2005

Agreed to adopt the new model publication scheme approved on from 1st January 2009. Details www.ico.gov.uk
59/08  Welcome to New Councillor Mary Segar.

The Chairman welcomed and introduced Cllr Mary Segar who was approved at the last meeting, all paperwork has been duly completed.

60/08  Approve minutes

Minutes of the Meeting of the 19th November 2008, having been circulated prior to the meeting, were approved and signed. 

The Chairman invited PC Hawkes to address the Meeting re: agenda item 13(b) Local Policing Report. There were 8 reported crimes in the Frensham area over the last couple of months as 8 crimes. He altered us to ‘distraction’ burglary, which occurred in a vulnerable person home locally, leaflets would be placed in local shops to alert the public. He urged us to seek neighbourhood Watch Coordinators  -interested parties to contact Richard Terry. He will put something in the newsletter and Parish Magazine. PC Hawkes said that he had issued 14 Speed ticket in Rushmoor and a further 20 were requested to produce their documents all were local people. PC Hawkes will let the Council know when Community Speed Watch can be started, with training and equipment, SCC are willing to part fund and Parishes should join together in this issue. There is no Police Forum currently scheduled for Frensham but he will look into attending the monthly Village Lunch and he will put details in our Newsletter. The Chairman thanked him for attending and for keeping Councillors up to date.

C.Cllr Harmer arrived at this point in the meeting 7.50pm.

61/08  Approval of cheques and Financial Matters

a. As circulated prior to the meeting, the cheques for November and December 2008 were approved and signed. Noted that the seat listed was paid by way of deduction from the Clerks salary. 

b. Members noted the current budget 2008/09 to 31st December 2008. 

i. S.137 payments - British Legion Poppy Appeal £30.

62/08  Planning Applications

Minutes of the Planning Committee (as circulated) were noted and ratified. 
63/08  Village Design Statement
Cllr Davis said that Cllrs Carter and Millerchip will format the document with photographs, maps and charts, the finished document will be distributed to each household in the Parish utilising the present budget of £3,000. Cllr Segar congratulated Members on an excellent Report.

64/08  Recreation Ground.

a. Pavilion Replacement Roof Project  Members Agreed the following:

i. The additional works to the original contract was agreed @ £1640 which covers, insulation and woodworm treatment.

ii. The Chairman and Mr Olden were satisfied with references and standards of work. Therefore, as previously agreed they placed the contract with PR @ £14,320. The company has to seek a source for cedar shingle now that the local outlet has closed.

iii. Cllr Davis to produce a full financial statement for Members. 

iv. The contract for the Solar Panels. A detailed specification and two further quotations were awaited. Provided that the chosen quotation was broadly within budget, Cllrs Davis, Millerchip and the Clerk were authorised to place the order.

v. Clubs to be requested to make contributions to the project.

b. Grass cutting quotation for 3-year period.
Members Agreed to extend Pan’s contract for an extra year so that its conclusion will coincide with the conclusion of Countrywide’s contract in 2010. The increase is 8% (£2860 for 2009 versus £ 2164 in 2008). A full review of the outside contract will be undertaken towards to end of this year.

c.  Annual RoSPA Inspection  - Members Agreed the following:
i. Agreed at the last meeting bark top-up will be deferred until Spring. 
ii. Councillor to be present at Annual Playground Inspection.
iii. Cllr Reece to report on an alternative company for play inspections.
iv. To note current renewal/repair budget at £3,000.
v. Playground working Party comprising of Cllr Davis, Segar and the Clerk to make recommendations concerning the playground and equipment, including the pursuit of grants and to report their findings to Council.
Cllr Pointer arrived at this point in the meeting 8.25pm.

d. Shortfield Common – no report available. To be informally discussed at Planning and reported to Council.

e. Notice Boards – The 2 new notice boards made of recycled material have been installed provided in partnership with SCC. It was Agreed that a notice be placed in each one advising that only material relating to Councils, Charities, Police, Church, and Voluntary organisations can be placed on the boards.
f. Listed Finger Post – Cllr Davis will be meeting SCC onsite to discuss repairs.
g. Lockable Post – as agreed with the Sports Clubs at the Recreation sub-committee meeting held in October 2008 – to erect a lockable post at the eastern end of the recreation car park. Agreed the spend of £143.40.
h. Recreation Ground Seats

Members noted the refund of Rates paid by Sports Clubs; in return all save the Bowls Club had agreed that their refunds be put towards the purchase of a replacement seat. 
65/08 Community Building Project (Village Shop, Post Office & Parish Office)

Cllr Davis said there were still a couple of legal issues outstanding (the contract covering the 106 agreement, and the purchase of Highways’ lien on the frontage), but that they should be settled shortly. Arcadia were still very keen for the project to proceed.

69/08  Traffic Calming Issues/Highway matters

SCC Highways update  C Cllr Harmer said that a request would be made that the verges, especially West End Lane where 3 complaints have been received, be cut in accordance with timing of wild flower life cycle – FPC to advise C.Cllr Harmer. (eg. cut after June?). 

   He advised that ‘quiet road surfacing’ on 30mph A287 typically increases speeds by 10mph. 
The highway damage at the end of Priory Lane has been blamed (by residents) on poor workmanship. 
  The new signs at Churt and Tilford have been produced by the Surrey Hills – to approach them for road finger signs for FPC ie The Mill area. Cllr Davis to produce a list of finger posts in need of replacement.

  C.Cllr Harmer invited Councillors to submit a nomination for a 150 to 300 yard section of road that requires surface dressing, and it will be considered for next year's programme, each Parish is invited to nominate one area on a competitive basis. To be discussed at Planning to expedite the matter. 
a. Local Policing. As given at the beginning of the meeting by PC Hawks.

b. Community Issues. Cllr Morgan updated the Meeting on the current Parish Planning Enforcement matters outstanding: Northside is being monitored, Jasmine Cottage has a legal problem with 10 vehicles on site – being monitored, Land opposite Rushmoor PO has derelict and untaxed cars dumped. WBC had served a summons on the owner. The Parish Council has previously attempted to acquire some of this land to be used as a community space. Cllr Morgan suggested that the Parish Council offers to maintain/manage the land in exchange for a peppercorn rental on the community space area. With the assistance of the three tiers of Councils and the owner’s co-operation the problem could be sorted out to everyone’s satisfaction and for the benefit of Rushmoor Residents. The matter needs to be discussed with the owner in the first instance and the other Councils in tandem. 

Agreed Cllrs Millerchip and Reece to liaise with the owner of the land. Cllr Morgan to draw up a plan and liaise with Waverley BC.

Members considered Speakers for the above and agreed that a wildlife / conservationist should be sought. The Clerk to contact our Parish representative on CPRE for guidance.
