Apologies

44/07  Disclosure of Pecuniary and other Interests.

No members, in relation to any items included on the agenda for this meeting, disclosed any interests which are required to be disclosed by Section 94(1) of the Local Government Act 1972; and in accordance with The Parish Councils (Model Code of Conduct) Order 2007.

45/07  Approve minutes

Minutes of the Meeting of the 19th September 2007, having been circulated prior to the meeting were approved and signed. 

46/07  Approval of cheques and Financial Matters

a. As circulated prior to the meeting the cheques for September and October 2007 were approved and signed. 

b. Members noted the current budget 2007/08 to 31st October 2007.  

c. The Minutes of the Budget meeting held on Wednesday 18th October 2007 having been circulated prior to the Meeting were signed and all Recommendations contained therein Ratified.

d. A Financial request was received from Frensham British Legion for help with their planned refurbishments, estimated to cost around £10K.As the Parish Council Planning Committee meet every month in their committee room at no cost it was felt we should support them. It was Agreed to donate £950 towards the fabric of building funds and to be released on receipt of an invoice.

e. Financial request from River Wey Trust, last grant given Sept. 2005 £100. 
Agreed to donate £100 towards ongoing work on the River Wey in this area to be paid in financial year 2008/09

f. Financial request from Citizens Advice Bureau. The Parish Council has never donated to the Bureau before. It was Agreed not to donate on this occasion as all rate payers already contribute via WBC Council tax.

g. Mr Bonner sent a letter explaining that he undertook pre-Remembrance day clear up of the War Memorial on an annual basis, but this year has volunteered to waive the charges as his way of honouring the men of Frensham mentioned in the War Memorial. Members applauded his public spirit and Agreed to increase the grant to the Legion by £50 by Mr Bonner’s fee. To send a letter of thanks together with copy of Legion grant letter.
47/07  Precept Requirement 2008/09.

Approval of the Precept was proposed by Cllr Pointer and seconded by Cllr Davis and unanimously agreed: that £31,000 be requested of Waverley for the 2008/09 Frensham Parish Council Precept.

48/07  Planning Applications

Planning Committee Minutes noted as previously circulated.

49/07  Village Design Statement

Members noted the update given in Planning on 14 Nov by Cllr Davis. (Cllr Davis reported that he and the Clerk had had a meeting with WBC Ms Molony who explained the procedure to attain Supplementary Planning Guidance for the VDS. Cllr Davis to complete a Sustainability Appraisal Report in the first instance. Cllr Davis and Carter to progress. Cllr Millerchip to adapt the text VDS document into a draft usable document with photographs and maps).
50/07  Recreation Ground.

a. Members noted that Phase II of the replacement windows project has been completed, apart from a door for the disabled toilet which should follow shortly. Councillors gave a vote of thanks to Mr Olden for his tireless work over a few years on this project and to C.Cllr Harmer for his allocation of £3,000 towards the project.

b. Cllr Haytree gave the Chairman 3 estimates for the replacement pavilion roof project. (Minute 85/06 last para refers 30 April 2007)

The overall cost is likely to be in the region of £30,000. Currently SCC has pledged £3,000 and FPC have budgeted a further £4,000. A working group of Cllrs Millerchip, Haytree and Davis together with Mr Olden was appointed to investigate estimates, costs, solar panels, alternative roof materials and funding. To consider funding from Training Volunteers for Sport as suggested by Cllr Pointer.

c. Members noted that the Clerk has made an application for partnership funding from SCC C.Cllr Harmer towards the disabled parking bay in the recreation ground.

d. The Minutes of the Recreation Ground Sub-Committee Meeting held on Wednesday 24th October 2007 having been circulated prior to the Meeting were Agreed and, signed.
e. Members noted the latest delay on the grant application for partnership funding of £600 towards the refurbishment of the Listed fingerpost from Wey Valley Landscape Partnership and agreed to withdraw from the scheme as it was protracted and with a conclusion not expected until 2010! The Clerk to seek other areas of funding in due course.

51/07 Community Building Project (Village Shop, Post Office & Parish Office)

a. Members had a discussion concerning the Public Meeting held on 5th November 2007 and noted that the scheme is fully supported by the Village. (Report previously circulated to Members by Cllr Davis) 

b. A request was received from Friends of the Village Shop concerning sight lines at the Rec with a suggestion to lower the hedge to the height of the fence 20 metres left and right. Mr Olden supplied a drawing of the proposal and had received confirmation by the Parish Council’s tree contractor that cutting the hedge would not kill the hedge.  It was agreed that Cllrs Millerchip and Haytree would meet on site to ascertain the impact and report back to the January Meeting.

c. Members noted that the Clerk has made 2 applications for funding from C.Cllr Harmers allocation for shelving £1,000 and air conditioning £2,000 at the portacabin. C.Cllr Harmer reported that the grant requests had been successful. Councillors thanked him for his assistance and support.

52/07
Traffic Calming Scheme and Village Enhancements for Rushmoor.

At the last Meeting it was agreed to investigate the possibility of jointly funding with SCC the above. Minute 38/07 refers. C.Cllr Harmer asked that Cllr Davis supply him with a list of suggestions/ideas to put forward to the Haslemere & Village Task Group on the 7th December, at which it maybe agreed to undertake a feasibility study. Cllr Davis Agreed.

Cllr Carter said that the Autumn Newsletter is at the printers and will be posted by next week to every household in the Parish. The two adverts will achieve £150 in revenue. 56/07   Surrey Ambulance Service - First Responders

The Parish Council discussed the above scheme and agreed to place articles in the Parish Magazine and our Newsletter requesting volunteers to come forward. Currently there is one volunteer in Frensham, Mr David O’Gorman who gave a brief outline of the scheme and requested consideration for a modest donation. Agreed to donate £150 for a mobile Stat Nav for use by Surrey First Responders. To reimburse Mr O’Gorman on receipt of a paid invoice.
57/07  Traffic Calming Issues/Highway matters

C.Cllr Harmer gave a report on matters relating to the Parish of Frensham:

At the Haslemere & Villages meeting on 7th December, Haslemere Town Hall 2pm.  Agenda items for discussion – Frensham Speed limits progress and Section 106 Hollybush Lane traffic calming scheme. He also said that he would be nominating A287 Priory Lane to Fifield Lane, but hoped to request extending that from Priory Lane to the Green for resurfacing bid.

Cllr Davis to give C.Cllr Harmer a list of problem directional signs.

Mr O’Gorman asked whether the roads would be policed once the new speed limits are instated. (Police matter). He requested speed activated road signs. (Request to go to the Police). He offered to seek volunteers for Community Speed Watch. (Contact local PC for training and speed guns etc).

Members considered Speakers for the above Meeting and agreed that in view of the importance of the Community Building project and Post Office, an invitation should be sent to Arcadia and the Village Shop Committee asking if they would be prepared to Speak at the Meeting.
