40/06  Approve minutes

Minutes of the Meeting of the 19th September 2006 having been circulated prior to the meeting were approved and signed. 

41/06  Approval of cheques and Financial Matters

a. As circulated prior to the meeting the cheques for September & October 2006 were approved and signed.

b. Members noted the current budget 2006/07 to 31st October 2006. (Circulated)
c. Members discussed the Minutes of the Budget meeting held on Wednesday 18th October & 8th November 2006 prior to approving and signing.

The Vice-Chairman reported his dissatisfaction between the allocations for spend between the two villages and asked Members to consider matching £ for £ to each. The vote was lost 3 – 1. 3 against (Cllrs Shimield, Olden & Davis) 1 for (Cllr Morgan). The Chairman said that there was an unspent allocation of £10,000 against the Rushmoor Community project, which there had been no progress for 18 months. As and when it is viable Councillors will be keen to support it. He also pointed out that over the life of the Council £12K had been voted for Frensham projects, versus the £10K voted for Rushmoor, which seemed fair. d. The Risk Assessment was approved and signed. 

e. Members approved the spend by the Clerk of £50.00 for the purchase of a second-hand photocopier from Headley Parish Council.

42/06  Planning Applications

a. Minutes as previously circulated. C.Cllr Harmer commented on the last Minutes by advising that FPC must contact WBC to request the terms of the Section 106 agreement regarding the land at Overside. He said that WBC set the Terms and collect the money, then SCC requests the money once a scheme has been agreed. Members said that they wish to be consulted on the scheme – contact Simon Hall SCC Highways.

b. Parish Plan –Village Design Statement. Cllr Davis reminded everyone that they should be pressing ahead with their individual contributions as agreed at Planning meetings.

43/06  Recreation Ground.

a. Cllr Olden gave a brief report relating to the Pavilion roof. (Minute 31/06(a) refers). He said that the cedar shingle roof was over 20 years old and badly in need of repair or renewal, some areas have been leaking and he was waiting for quotes, but he thanked C.Cllr Harmer for his generous offer of financial assistance by way of his grant allocation and said an application will be made for the SCC January meeting. 

b. Recreation Ground Sub-Committee Wednesday 1 November 7.30pm. This item was deferred for discussion at a planning meeting and ratification of the Minutes at Council on 17 January 2007.
c. The Clerk advised Members that currently the cost for emptying the litterbins on the recreation ground is £65 per bin, per annum, for a weekly collection. Agreed to contract.
d. Members discussed the grass-cutting contract for the coming 3 years. Last year a full investigation and three quotations were sought, when it was agreed to appoint the present contractor on an initial one-year contract for 2006. The cricket club and council have been happy with the contractors performance. 

Agreed to extend the contract for a further 3 years on fixed price 1st year 2007 £3050 2nd year 2008 £3150 3rd Year 2009 £3250 +VAT.

e. Members noted that the work previously agreed to Lime trees in Hollowdene Recreation ground would commence in the early 2007. (Minute 07/06(e) refers)

f. Infringement of fencing onto Shortfield Common Woods. (Minute 19/06 (f) refers). This item deferred to planning.

44/06 Community Building Project (Village Shop, Post Office & Parish Office)
No Recommendations from Planning Committee for Ratification. Cllr Davis asked that he give the Shop Committee the definitive answer concerning the publication of an appeal. It was agreed to convey the decision taken at planning namely that it was agreed to delay the village appeal.

Proposal for a Community Space In Rushmoor.

No Recommendations from Planning Committee for Ratification. 

Cllr Morgan gave an update: he said that he had made contact with the owner of the land who wishes to meet and discuss options, lease the whole area, to keep it in good order on a 5 – 10 year lease or purchase a plot. Members discussed the issues and agreed that a sub-committee be formed to progress the scheme, comprising of Cllrs Morgan, Reece and Shimield, to make firm financial proposals to recommend to Council. To meet with the owner, obtain costs and proposals. Cllr Olden commented that he was opposed to spending over market value.

b. Agreed Cllr Morgan attends the WBC Joint Town & Parishes Meeting on Monday 4th December 2006 at 7pm Haslemere Town Hall. It was further agreed that Cllr Morgan put forward the following agenda items: Progress report from WBC Enforcement – How seriously will WBC and the Planning Inspectorate take Village Design Statements – Hand held speed guns.

c. Frensham Common Users Group Tuesday 5th December 7.30pm Marindin Hall. Agreed Cllr Davis attends on behalf of the Parish.

d. Members noted the CPRE AGM 27 November when FPC representative Mr Colin Hall is standing for re-election as joint Vice-Chairman and noted that another Frensham resident Mr David O’Gorman has been proposed for Hon. Secretary.

Newsletter and Web Site

No report, although Cllrs congratulated Cllr Shimield on the quality of the web-site.

48/06  Highways & Safety Working Party

Cllr Morgan said that he has recruited a number of volunteers for Speed Watch. C.Cllr Harmer asked him to contact the Police who organise the training, but advised that they have a delay and he will endeavourer to find out why. The equipment of the hand held speed monitors may be part funded or shared but issues have arisen with ownership, insurance, repairs. Cllrs Morgan and Harmer to progress the matter.

C.Cllr Harmer gave an update on the recent speed survey in the Parish, he said that areas requiring attention will be investigated but currently SCC has staff problems. Speed monitoring strips will be placed around Frensham village, School and Church to obtain evidence. Next stage January 2007.

Cllr Davis asked C.Cllr Harmer about obtaining the support of Surrey Highways for school car parking on the Green. Cllr Harmer suggested that the school write to him in the first instance.

49/06  Council Representatives

Waverley BC are progressing through their committee stages the proposal to the Electoral Commission to increase Rushmoor Councillors from 2 to 3. WBC Council will review the proposal shortly. Every household in the Parish has received a letter with full explanation, and notices have been put around the village and on the website. It is not certain at this stage whether the additional councillor place will be agreed in time for the May 2007 elections. Members were pleased with the progress.

50/06  Items for the Next Agenda

Councillors should be prepared, when requesting an item for the next agenda, to provide and circulate relevant paperwork outlining their item prior to the meeting.

Question from the public.

C.Cllr Harmer explained a probable new forum ‘Neighbourhood Communities’ which is of great importance to local villages in that SCC is investigating ways to enable more decisions to be taken at parish level and possibly delegate decisions to local people. He promised to keep the council informed.

Cllr Morgan asked that an agenda item – ‘Clerk Conference ‘ be included for January as he intends to attend and will report back.

Cllr Morgan asked that an agenda be included for January ‘ To consider becoming a Quality Council’.
