05/07  Approve minutes

Minutes of the Meeting of the 30th April 2007 as amended, having been circulated prior to the meeting were approved and signed. 

06/07  Approval of cheques and Financial Matters

a. As circulated prior to the meeting the cheques for April 2007 were approved and signed. 

b. Members noted the current budget 2007/08 to 31st April 2006.  Cllr Davis highlighted that the annual insurance figure was £250 over budget. It was agreed to look at alternative insurance companies before next year.
c. Agreed to Approve and sign Statement of Accounts and Annual Governance Statement for the Annual Return 31st March 2007 from External Audit.

d. Agreed to Approve and sign Accounts year ending 31st March 2007.

e. Members noted the comments of the Internal Auditor. Attached to Record Minutes. Agreed to undertake the following.

i. Section 137 payments to be agreed in Minutes

ii. Risk Assessment to be reviewed by the Council and evaluate each risk.

iii. Council to review the effectiveness of internal audit system

f. Noted the date of the external audit 2006/07 as being 13th July 2007.

g. Agreed to undertake a new bank mandate with the following signatories: Cllrs Millerchip, Davis and Reece with the Clerk.

h. Approval of Chairman’s Allowance. Agreed £150 for 2007/08.
i. Approval of Burial Grant to St Mary’s Church. Agreed £150 for 2007/08.
07/07  Planning Applications

Planning Committee Minutes noted as previously circulated.

08/07  Village Design Statement

a. Membership of the sub-committee noted as appointed at 04/07 g. 

b. Members noted Minutes 84/06 a, b and c from the Meeting held on 30th April 07 and agreed that the sub-committee should proceed by working towards the final document, which will include: photographs, maps and layout. There should be thorough public consultation via the website and newsletter, asking for comments and response to questions. Consultation with WBC was also needed.

09/07  Recreation Ground.

a. Cllr Davis summarised Guy Olden’s report on Phase 2 of the windows. He said that there would be an estimated increase of £1700 on the original quote of £5700 due to including 4 additional windows. Cllr Haytree offered to fit the windows thereby reducing the cost. Cllr Davis to discuss the revised quotation with Cllr Haytree and Guy Olden and report back.

b. Members noted that Cllr Haytree agreed to take the replacement pavilion roof project forward: to draw up specification, obtain estimates and consider funding issues. (Minute 85/06 last para refers 30 April 2007). Cllrs Millerchip and Haytree to discuss the way forward.

c. Noted that the Annual RoSPA inspection will take place in June.

d. Cllr Millerchip said that he hoped to call a meeting of the Recreation Ground Sub-Committee in September. Cllr Haytree offered to undertake a maintenance schedule for the fabric of the pavilion building. 

e. Noted the letter from Waverley BC regarding ‘Community Clean Up’.

f. Members discussed the letter from Waverley BC concerning the state of the bus shelter opposite Kennel Lane A287 location and agreed that it should be removed as requested by WBC.

g. The Clerk circulated the letter from Waverley BC regarding the nomination of areas requiring street cleaning attention, for Members to use.

10/07 Community Building Project (Village Shop, Post Office & Parish Office)

a. The planning application for portocabin for the Shop has been given approval.

b. At the Meeting held on 30 April 2007 former Cllr Olden advised that “the new council would need to address the infrastructure requirement ie drainage, toilet facilities etc. Members considered the issues and it was agreed that Cllr Millerchip would investigate.  
c. It was further agreed that following comments at the Annual Assembly Cllr Millerchip would investigate the site next to the British Legion and ascertain its feasibility.
d. Cllr Davis said that the Lottery application has been submitted for the Community Building, and it is anticipated that the result of the first stage will not be known before October at the earliest. Cllr Reece offered to assist with fundraising.

Proposal for a Community Space In Rushmoor.

Cllr Morgan said that after four years of trying to pursue every avenue to achieve a result he felt he had done all that possible and that the project would be unlikely to proceed. Cllrs Reece & Davis volunteered to try again and report back should there be any new developments.
