Minutes of the Meeting of the 22nd March 2006 having been circulated prior to the meeting were approved and signed. 

05/06  Approval of cheques and Financial Matters

a. As circulated prior to the meeting the cheques for April 2006 were approved and signed.

b. Members noted the current budget 2006/07 to 31st April 2006. (Circulated)
c. Agreed to approve and sign Annual Return 31st March 2006

d. Agreed to Approve and sign Statement of Assurance for External Audit.

e. Agreed to Approve and sign Accounts year ending 31st March 2006.

f. Members noted the comments of the Internal Auditor. Agreed that:
i. Fidelity Insurance to be increased to £50,000

ii. Risk Assessment to be reviewed by the Clerk and Cllr Davis

g. Noted the date of the external audit 2005/06 as being 14th July 2006.

h. Approval of Chairman’s Allowance. Agreed £150 for 2006/07.
i. Approval of Burial Grant to St Mary’s Church. Agreed £150 for 2006/07.
06/06  Planning Applications

Minutes noted and signed as previously circulated.

07/06  Recreation Ground.

a. Cllr Olden said that Phase 1 of the replacement windows was currently being installed. The Bowls Club windows have been completed. There will be an insurance claim which covers 3 units £1,400.00 and a SCC grant of £2,000.00. A full financial statement will be available at the next meeting including costings for Phase 2.

b. Members considered a request for financial contribution for fencing which completes the patio area, assists safety and security issues, follows and matches the fence line of the children’s playground. Agreed to contribute £150 to the overall cost of £535 + fitting.
c. Members noted internal improvements to the Tennis Club area in the Pavilion are underway.

d. Cllr Millerchip said that following the dissolution of Frensham Sports & Social Club it was vital that the Recreation Ground Sub-Committee meet twice a year. Items for the agenda – Clubs bills, Council Tax, Insurance, Club responsibilities /Terms & Conditions. Agreed to hold the meeting Wednesday 13 September 7.30pm (Cllrs Millerchip, Olden & Davis to attend other Councillors to receive the agenda for information.)

e. Work to the Lime Trees, Hollowdene Rec. At the last meeting it was agreed “Resolved to delegate the decision to obtain the best value to Cllrs Millerchip, Olden and the Clerk in order to expedite this matter” However quotations were now available:- A = £2,400.00   B = £2,360.00 C = £2,800.00 . 

It was agreed to accept contractor ‘B’ Mr S Ballard @ £2,360.00
08/06 Community Building Project (Village Shop, Post Office & Parish Office)

Cllr Olden said that WBC has granted Full Planning Permission. Next step will be to prepare Building Regulations and consider moving the play equipment. At the annual RoSPA inspection, which is scheduled to be undertaken during June, the Clerk has arranged for the RoSPA inspector to meet with Cllr Olden to offer advice on re-siting the equipment in accordance to safety regulations.

Cllr Davis said that the grant application to DEFRA would be considered during June. Preparation underway for applications to Big Lottery Fund, Onyx and SITA. He said that all grant possibilities would be exhausted prior to an application being made for a Public Works Loan. The plan is to start building at the end of the Fiscal year.

Proposal for a Community Space In Rushmoor.

Cllr Morgan gave an update on the current position. He said the offer, which he made on behalf of FPC to the owner, was considered too low. 

It as agreed that he obtains an official valuation from the District Valuers Office.

He said that other issues would require investigation:- English Nature, WBC concerns over a car park area, SCC traffic issues. He said that the Traffic Working Party would discuss the issues when they meet next.

It was agreed that he proceeds on all aspects of the project up to signing for the land.
