15/06  Disclosure of Pecuniary and other Interests.

No members, in relation to any items included on the agenda for this meeting, disclosed any interests which are required to be disclosed by Section 94(1) of the Local Government Act 1972; and in accordance with The Parish Councils (Model Code of Conduct) Order 2001.

16/06  Approve minutes

Minutes of the Meeting of the 17th May 2006 having been circulated prior to the meeting were approved and signed. 

17/06  Approval of cheques and Financial Matters

a. As circulated prior to the meeting the cheques for May & June 2006 were approved and signed.

b. Members noted the current budget 2006/07 to 31st April 2006. (Circulated)
c. Approval of Crimestoppers Grant. Agreed £35 for 2006/07.
18/06  Planning Applications

a. Minutes as previously circulated.

b. Parish Plan – Members discussed Cllr Davis’s paper regarding the proposed Village Design Statement.(attached to Record minutes). It was agreed that Cllr Davis and the Clerk liaise the Plan and Design Statement with Cllr Morgan undertaking sections 5 & 6 and Cllr Shimield sections 3, 5 & 6, Cllrs Millerchip & Olden on building designs. It was agreed to purchase a copy of the Grayshott Design Statement for each Councillor.

c. Members noted the WBC Local Development Framework and receive a copy document. Consultation period 7th July – 25 August. It was agreed that each Members completes a response form and a collective response to be formulated at the next Planning Meeting,

19/06  Recreation Ground.

a. Cllr Olden said that Phase 1 of the replacement windows should be completed in the next few weeks. Phase 2, which completes the whole pavilion, will cost £5,670.  A verbal financial statement was given and a written report will be available at the next meeting including costings for Phase 2 and replacement cedar shingles for the roof, which is in a state of disrepair.

b. Cllr Olden said that he had met with the RoSPA inspector and the equipment was in good order with only minor recommendations noted. The re-siting of the play equipment was discussed and the inspector said that he would offer advice on re-siting the equipment in accordance to safety regulations.
c. Recreation Ground Sub-Committee Wednesday 13 September 7.30pm. Items for the agenda – Clubs bills, Council Tax, Insurance, Club responsibilities /Terms & Conditions, private use of the recreation ground, lockable post, broken windows. (Cllrs Millerchip, Olden & Davis to attend other Councillors to receive the agenda for information.)

d. Cllr Olden said that the contract had been placed with Mr Ballard - the work has yet to commence.

e. Annual request to use the recreation ground for Naomi House charity cricket on 11 August 2006 Conditions of Use form and insurance details received. Agreed.
f. Members discussed the possible infringement of fencing onto Shortfield Common Woods. Agreed Cllr Millerchip to check boundary on O/S map.
g. Cllr Morgan discussed the problems at Thursley regarding illegal travellers camping on Parish land. He suggested that FPC Bylaws should be looked at and the level of legal insurance cover that the Parish has in the event of similar action occurring in this parish.

20/06 Community Building Project (Village Shop, Post Office & Parish Office)

Cllr Olden said that the next step would be to prepare Building Regulations, which he would prepare a specification together with drawings and at the next meeting he would present quotations for the job.

Cllr Davis said that the grant application to DEFRA was unfortunately turned down but he was currently working on an application to the Lottery Community Building fund, which Stage 1 would be considered during November. Cllr Reece offered to investigate and make applications to smaller grant making bodies, which was accepted.

21/06
Proposal for a Community Space In Rushmoor.

Cllr Morgan gave an update on the current position. He said the offer, which he made was unacceptable although the land is for sale. Planning permission is not required. There is a need to establish the land value and consider a rental agreement with the landowner. The land in question could be part of a traffic calming scheme in partnership with SCC. Fund raising would have to be applied for. The following points need to be addressed

a. Cllr Morgan to arrange a meeting with the landowner and negotiate a purchase price or rental option, discussing the merits of the Parish Council being involved in the land.

b. Cllr Morgan to obtain costings for car park construction, shelter, paths etc.

c. Cllr Morgan to continue to liaise with SCC Traffic Manager, as both projects are interlinked, therefore if no traffic calming scheme the land would not be required.

Cllr Morgan informed Members that an Action Group has been formed locally to discuss traffic issues.

22/06

b. Cllr Morgan attended the WBC Joint Town & Parishes Meeting held Mon. 10 July 2006 and commented on the following agenda items:

v. Cllr Morgan will contact Police Liaison to inform them of that he is our representative.

c. Members noted Surrey Waste Plan Submission Stages – consultation 30 June – 18 August. Cllr Davis said that there was nothing in the Plan that affects Frensham Parish.

Agreed to request Waverley BC to progress an increase in Rushmoor Councillors from 2 to 3.

26/06  Items for the Next Agenda

Councillors should be prepared, when requesting an item for the next agenda, to provide and circulate relevant paperwork outlining their item prior to the meeting.

Question from the public.

C.Cllr Harmer informed Members that a Review of Speed limits is to be undertaken in September but prior to that he and SCC Highways officer, Simon Hall will ‘tour’ the area the beginning of August. Members to email C.Cllr Harmer with any thoughts or points on highway matters by the end of July.

Cllr Morgan suggested that Planning Terms of Reference should be reviewed to incorporate other planning and/or housing issues. Agreed to discuss at the next planning meeting.

Cllr Reece suggested that we should invite relevant people to speak to us on various issues which concern us ie. FWAG – Highways officer for traffic matters, Planning officer, Low Cost Housing expert, SCAPTC and Police. Cllr Morgan agreed and further suggested that this should be discussed within Planning Terms of Reference.
