66/06  Disclosure of Pecuniary and other Interests.

67/06  Approve minutes

Minutes of the Meeting of the 17th January 2007 having been circulated prior to the meeting were approved and signed. 

68/06  Approval of cheques and Financial Matters

a. As circulated prior to the meeting the cheques for January & February 2007 were approved and signed.

b. Members noted the current budget 2006/07 to 28th February 2008. (Circulated)
c. A confidential report concerning a review of the Clerks salary was circulated and The Recommendation contained therein Agreed. (Attached to Record Minutes).
Cllr Morgan requested that the SLCC National Salary Agreement be discussed at the May meeting for consideration in future salary reviews.

69/06  Planning Applications

a. Minutes noted as previously circulated. 

b. Parish Plan –Village Design Statement. Cllr Davis said that it was planned to present The Draft at the Annual Assembly on 11th April 2007 and to ratify it at a special meeting of the Parish Council on 30th April. He also advised that WBC should be given the opportunity for comment prior to adoption. Cllr Millerchip is designing the layout of the publication, which will be available in draft format at the Annual Assembly with selected parts enlarged for presentation purposes. The Clerk to obtain a guideline printing cost from printers. 

c. Cllr Davis withdrew this item – to discuss the proposed campsite at Alice Holt.

70/06  Recreation Ground.

a. Cllr Millerchip thanked C.Cllr Harmer for the successful grant allocation from his budget of £3,000 towards the Pavilion roof. Estimates are currently being sought.

b. Members noted that the work previously agreed to Lime trees in Hollowdene Recreation ground would commence on 19th March 2007. (Minute 07/06(e) refers). 

c. At the request of Cllr Morgan the matter of the Rushmoor noticeboard was discussed. Agreed to allocate up to £1,000.00 from the current Rushmoor Budget, for the purchase of a freestanding 2 bay notice board in recycled material.
d. The Clerk gave an update on the recent public request for donations to purchase commemorative seats. She said two families had generously donated the cost and installation of the seats, which would be installed by the end of March. The Chairman thanked the families concerned.

e. Frensham Fayre Annual request for permission to use the recreation ground on 16th June 2007. Agreed.
f. The Clerk gave a brief résumé of the Millbridge fingerpost, which is in need of renovation. It is a Grade II Listed Post. She said that SCC Highways have agreed to contribute £300 and a grant application has been made to the Wey Valley Landscape Partnership. Agreed that the Parish Council allocate £300 as partnership funding from the current Contingency Budget.
71/06 Community Building Project (Village Shop, Post Office & Parish Office)
No Recommendations from Planning Committee for Ratification. 

Cllr Millerchip said that the planning application for the temporary portocabin has been submitted and he thanked Cllr Davis who has submitted the Lottery Application for consideration in the first stage.

Proposal for a Community Space In Rushmoor.

No Recommendations from Planning Committee for Ratification. 

Cllr Morgan said that after much time and deliberations with the owner of the site he has been unable to reach a conclusion. He said that currently the owner is pursuing the possibility of affordable housing with the Rural Housing Trust. He asked Members to consider another site, which he would investigate with the owner for a medium/long lease and low maintenance issues. Agreed that Cllr Morgan report back concerning the Rural Housing Trust and an alternative site.

a. The next SCC Local Committee in Waverley to be held on Friday 8th June 2007. Cllr Morgan will endeavour to attend. He attended the meeting held on 9th March.

b. Cllr Morgan attended the WBC Joint Town & Parishes Meeting on Monday 5th March. He circulated his Report of the proceedings, which is attached to Record Minutes.

The Electoral Commission has made appropriate Order to increase the number of Councillors for Rushmoor Ward from two to three. This will be implemented for the Local Elections on 3rd May 2007. This brings the total Councillors for the Parish to seven.

At the request of Cllr Morgan to consider becoming Quality Council. It was agreed to defer this matter until the new Council has been formed.
