68/05  Disclosure of Pecuniary and other Interests.

No members, in relation to any items included on the agenda for this meeting, disclosed any interests which are required to be disclosed by Section 94(1) of the Local Government Act 1972; and in accordance with The Parish Councils (Model Code of Conduct) Order 2001.

69/05  Approve minutes

Minutes of the Meeting of the 18th January 2006 having been circulated prior to the meeting were approved and signed. 

70/05  Approval of cheques and Financial Matters

a. As circulated prior to the meeting the cheques for January, February and March (to date) 2006 were approved and signed. 

b. The Meeting accepted and noted the current budgets to 28th February 2006. 

c. Members considered allocating unspent budget allocations from 2005/06 draft end of year projection. Currently commitments to be carried forward are £18,000 with an expected balance of £21,000. Resolved to allocate £1,500 for tree work in 2006/07 (Minutes 60/05 f & 72/05 f refers)
d. Members considered the level of Clerks salary and allowances from April 2006 (Confidential item attached to Record Minutes only)
e. Cllr Millerchip said that the balance of funds from the Millennium account would be transferred to the Parish Council bank account in the next 10 days. This sum is allocated to external enhancements for the community shop ie seat, notice board, window box.(Since the meeting £2142.14 has been received)

71/05  Planning Applications

As circulated prior to the meeting the Council accepted the Minutes of the Planning Committee. 

72/05  Recreation Ground.

a. Cllr Olden gave an update on the progress of the replacement windows to the Pavilion.

i. Bowls Club windows ordered, deposit paid and contribution received.

ii. SCC grant of £2,000 successful monies received.

iii. Pavilion phase 1 with additional doors (due to grant) ordered deposit paid

iv. Installation due March/April.

He added that 3 doors had been damaged in an attempted burglary on 18 March and an insurance claim would be made.

b. Cllr Millerchip reported that the Pavilion patio had been completed at an overall cost of £12 – 16,000 and that he would undertake a final inspection in March. The Parish Councils contribution as agreed of £3,000 had been paid

c. Members were updated on the grass cutting for the recreation ground for the forthcoming 3 year period. 3 Quotes had been received (details attached to Record Minutes) Resolved to accept Countrywide’s quotation for a 1 year period at £2,950.   Other grounds maintenance was discussed and it was agreed that Pan Services had satisfactorily undertaken this for many years (following a full review in 2003). Resolved to accept Pan Services quotation for a 3 year contract for ground maintenance (detailed schedule and costs attached to Record Minutes)

d. Members noted the monthly Playground report from Mr Bonner together with his revised charges for 2006/07. Resolved to accept Mr Bonner’s charge of £50 per month for the maintenance and inspection of the play area for 2006/07.
e. The Recreation Ground Sub-Committee Meeting was deferred due to grass cutting issues. Scheduled to meet in mid May with Cllrs Millerchip, Olden and the Clerk in attendance but all Councillors are welcome to attend and will receive agenda’s and minutes.
f. Cllr Olden gave an update regarding the Lime trees in Hollowdene Recreation ground. 3 quotations had been sought with 1 received to date. Resolved to delegate the decision to obtain the best value to Cllrs Millerchip, Olden and the Clerk in order to expedite this matter.
73/05  Community Building Project (Village Shop & Post Office & Parish Office)

a. Cllr Davis requested that the Council adopts the report as circulated to expand the Resolution at Minute 50/05 (a) for clarification purposes. Resolved:
' To meet the need for meeting rooms within Frensham, and to provide suitable premises for the village Post Office/Shop, the Council will, subject to successful fund-raising, construct a Community Building on the land next to Hollowdene Recreation Ground, currently partially occupied by the children's playground, which will be moved slightly East according to the plan proposed by Cllr Olden.

Cllrs Millerchip & Olden will prepare detailed architect's plans for the Building, and the Council will submit them to WBC for planning consent.

Cllr Davis will lead the fund-raising activities for the Building proper, and the Shop Committee will be required to conduct their own fund-raising to cover the costs of outfitting their new premises.

As a last resort, the Council will consider a Public Works Board loan to cover any funding shortfall. Council hopes to commence construct in late Autumn 2006 and to finish in the summer of 2007.'

b. Cllr Olden said that the detailed planning application has been submitted to Waverley on 21 February and a decision should be expected in 8 weeks.

c. Cllr Davis gave an update on the funding aspect for the Community Building Project.  He said that grant applications would be made to Defra (Rural Enterprise Scheme), Onyx Landfill and/or SITA Tax Grant and the Lottery “New Community Buildings” fund. To make the applications he required, cost scheduled on the building, photographs of the village and letters of support from village organisations.

Proposal for a Community Space In Rushmoor.

Cllr Morgan said that he had not received a reply from the owner of the land regarding the offer and he would pursue the matter. Research was needed on the car park issue in relation to amenity land and whether planning permission was required, also English Nature would have to agree to the car park. Cllr Morgan advised that, following his consultations WBC indicated that they are agreeable for the land to become ‘amenity space’.

Councillor’s attendance at meetings/seminars/etc.

a. Noted the next SCC Local Committee in Waverley 21 April 2006 Chiddingfold Village Hall Cllr Morgan may attend. He gave a report following his attendance at the last meeting. He said he would be following up the Sandy Lane Action Group since their representation at the meeting. Concern expressed over local neighbourhood police presence. He explained the police initiative “Community Speed Watch” using speed gun kits allocated to volunteers. These are available at a cost of £1000 with likely part funding from SCC and possible sharing between 2 or 3 parishes. C.Cllr Harmer will send some forms to the Clerk to ascertain local interest.
b. Cllr Morgan attended the March WBC Town & Parish Council meeting where views on Local Government re-organisation were discussed. Reports attached to Record Minutes. Three scenarios were put forward and Cllr Morgan requested Councillors to email him with their views to enable him to send off comments by 31 March. Next WBC Parishes meeting to be held in July.

c. Surrey Community Action – Chairs Forum Thursday 20 April 1.30 Addlestone. Noted

d. SCAPTC AGM 25 March East Horsley Village Hall. Noted.

e. Cllr Millerchip said that he had attended meetings at Dyslexia Centre, Pierrepont (together with other Councillors) and a funding seminar.

Each presentation to last approximately 15 minutes with tea, coffee and biscuits served at the end of the meeting.

Councillors should be prepared, when requesting an item for the next agenda, to provide and circulate relevant paperwork outlining their item prior to the meeting.

C.Cllr Harmer said that the minor works community gang would be starting this week, following that monitoring reports would be requested and a further visit anticipated in a few weeks. Councillors applauded the new initiative.

He said that he had met Mr Simon Hall (SCC Highways Engineer) and discussed MPH signage with a request to move some signs to their correct locations. He further added that he was hopeful that he might get the County Councillors to give top priority to a total review of FPC speed limits.
