18/07  Disclosure of Pecuniary and other Interests.

a. No members, in relation to any items included on the agenda for this meeting, disclosed any interests which are required to be disclosed by Section 94(1) of the Local Government Act 1972; and in accordance with The Parish Councils (Model Code of Conduct) Order 2007.

a. The Clerk gave the last date for Briefing Sessions on the Code of Conduct 2007 as being 23 July in Cranleigh.

19/07  Approve minutes

Minutes of the Meeting of the 16th May 2007, having been circulated prior to the meeting were approved and signed. 

20/07  Approval of cheques and Financial Matters

a. As circulated prior to the meeting the cheques for May and June 2007 were approved and signed. 

b. Members noted the current budget 2007/08 to 30th June 2007.  Following a lengthy discussion the following was agreed at the request of Cllrs Morgan and Pointer:

i. Review of the whole financial strategy for 4 years.

ii. Breakdown of financial matters in Frensham and Rushmoor over 5 years.

iii. Discussion of the budget for preparatory work towards the new budget.

iv. To note the progress of the current budget.

v. To revise and vire budgets, anticipating projections and projects.

vi. To discuss the above prior to the next Council meeting on 19th September at 7pm.

21/07  Planning Applications

Planning Committee Minutes noted as previously circulated.

22/07  Village Design Statement

a. Cllr Davis reminded Members that a public consultation on the draft document is underway inviting comments via the website, newsletter and parish magazine.

b. Cllr Davis gave a résumé from the Waverley meeting on he attended on 4th July relating to Parish Plans. The meeting focused on planning strategy as input to the Local Strategic Partnership. He was able to contribute information gathered in the Parish Survey. He hoped that the Village Design Statement would be incorporated into Waverley’s planning guidelines but this will be dependant on the expected new planning legislation. Cllr Pointer agreed to summarise and give guidance on the consultation concerning planning issues in relation to SEEDA and Regional Assemblies. 

23/07  Recreation Ground.

a. Cllr Davis summarised Guy Olden’s report on Phase 2 of the windows. He said that there would be an estimated increase of £1700 on the original 2005 quote of £5700 due to including 4 additional windows and cost increases. The decision was deferred to ascertain whether the clubs would contribute £700 to finish the project, with the Council transferring the Budget of £1000 from Elections. The decision was agreed in principle.
b. Members noted that Cllr Haytree agreed to take the replacement pavilion roof project forward: to draw up specification, obtain estimates and consider funding issues. (Minute 85/06 last para refers 30 April 2007). Cllr Haytree said that he was unable to produce 3 estimates at this time. To be discussed at the next meeting with consideration to grant applications for funding.

c. Noted that the Annual RoSPA inspection took place in June. The Clerk with Mr Bonner will analyse the report and action urgent matters.

d. Cllr Haytree explained that the disabled parking bay in the recreation ground was not easily accessible for users. It was agreed that the designated space should be moved. Cost implications to be agreed at the next meeting, with a suggestion to apply for grant aid from Sport for Disabled.

e. Three requests for the use of the recreation ground:

i. Charity 6–a-side annual fund raising event on 22 July 2007.

ii. Annual Charity event for Naomi House 10th August 2007

iii. Cricket Club event & fireworks 8th September 2007.

Agreed subject to satisfactory completion of the Conditions form, adequate insurance and a proviso that the organisers must rectify any damage to the ground. Firework event to have full safety documentation. Litter bins to be emptied. Risk Assessments should accompany each request.

f. It was agreed that the date for the next Recreation Ground Sub-Committee be Wednesday 24th October 2007 at 7.30pm. 

g. Members noted that the grant application for partnership funding towards the refurbishment of the Listed fingerpost from Wey Valley Landscape Partnership – decision deferred until 1 October.

a. Members noted that the SCC Draft Rights of Way Improvement Plan for Surrey view www.surreycc.gov.uk/countryside . Also noted that the SCC Rights of Way & Countryside Access annual report 2006-07 is available. Cllr Davis had looked at the Improvement Plan and reported ‘no great impact on this parish’.

24/07 Community Building Project (Village Shop, Post Office & Parish Office)

a. Cllr Millerchip to give an update from the Shop Committee and said that the portocabin will be purchased in a few weeks and on-site Sept/Oct.

b. Cllrs Millerchip and Haytree have investigated the infrastructure requirement ie drainage, toilet facilities etc and reported that electricity is easily arranged with a meter for the shop and water and drainage for a sink will be via a drainage tank. Toilet facilities will be the disabled toilet accessed independently from the pavilion.
a. No further update on the Shop funding aspect.

25/07
Proposal for a Community Space In Rushmoor.

At the last Meeting Cllrs Reece & Davis volunteered to try again and report back should there be any new developments. They said that they have been unable to contact the owner to date but will keep trying.
26/07
Councillor’s attendance at meetings/seminars/etc.

a. Cllr Morgan said that he would attend the Next SCC Local Committee in Waverley Meeting Friday 14th September Chiddingfold.

b. Cllr Davis agreed to be nominated as the Member to attend SCC Local Committee (Waverley) Transportation Task Group, when matters relevant to this Parish are under consideration.

c. Cllr Morgan gave a report from WBC Town & Parish Council meeting held in June. He said that the attendance from the Parishes was poor; an update on rubbish collection was given by Waverley and details of playground upgrades. Cllr Reece agreed to attend the next Meeting to be held on 12 September at 7pm, Godalming. Members to consider any agenda items / topics for discussion by 24 August. 

d. Members noted that Cllr Morgan has been nominated by Frensham Parish Council as a potential representative on WBC LSP Committee.

Newsletter  Editor and Press Releases /Publicity

Cllr Carter gave an update and circulated the Annual Report. She will place relevant articles in local parish magazines, which cover the whole parish area and the local newspaper.

28/07  Website www.frensham-pc.gov.uk
Noted that Rob Shimield has offered to continue to manage the website provided that the Council supply him with content/articles/Minutes & agenda’s etc. Cllr Carter agreed to supply new information and updates to Mr Shimield.

29/07  Traffic Calming Issues/Highway matters

a. Members noted that at the last meeting Members agreed to disband this Working Party.

b. It was agreed that the Clerk request SCC Engineer, Simon Hall for a meeting to discuss the Section 106 Agreement for Overside. 

c. C.Cllr Harmer gave the following information on highway matters.
i. The speed limit Legal advertisement with modifications should be in the local paper this week.

ii. Community gang – Cllr Davis to Email C.Cllr Harmer with details of local minor tasks.

iii. C.Cllr Harmer asked Councillors to consider new highway projects for the future for budgeting purposes.
