45/05  Disclosure of Pecuniary and other Interests.

No members, in relation to any items included on the agenda for this meeting, disclosed any interests which are required to be disclosed by Section 94(1) of the Local Government Act 1972; and in accordance with The Parish Councils (Model Code of Conduct) Order 2001.

46/05  Approve minutes

Minutes of the Meeting of the 21st September 2005 having been circulated prior to the meeting were approved and signed. 

47/05  Approval of cheques and Financial Matters

a. As circulated prior to the meeting the cheques for September & October 2005 were approved and signed.

b. The Meeting accepted and noted the current budgets to 31st October 2005. 

c. As circulated prior to the Meeting the Minutes of the Budget meeting held on Wednesday 19th October 2005 were approved, signed and all actions contained therein ratified.

d. As circulated prior to the Meeting the Risk Assessment as agreed at the Budget Meeting above was approved and signed
e. Letters of thanks received for financial support from the River Wey Trust (£100 donated) Marindin Hall, Kitchen refurbishment (£500 donated) and the Poppy Appeal (£35)

f. Mr Bonner had undertaken the annual maintenance at the War Memorial prior to Remembrance Sunday. He further reported that additional work would be required to maintain a safe area. Agreed to the work up to £100.

g. Deferred until the January 2006 meeting - the fund transfer of the Millennium account to undertake village project as agreed. Minute 28/04 (e) refers September 2004.

48/05  Planning Applications

a. Minutes noted and signed as previously circulated. 16th Sept – 11th Nov. 2005. It was agreed to reinstate Planning Meetings and to further discuss the procedure at the next Planning Meeting on Wednesday 7th December 2005.

b. Parish Plans – Vital Villages – Cllr Davis had circulated a draft Village Design Statement and comments from Councillors were requested by the end of the week. The Statement to be sent to SCC, WBC, SEERA, Frensham Borough and County Councillors and SCC Cllr David Munro. Cllr Morgan said that he would obtain other Parish Plans/Design Statements from Surrey Community Action.

49/05  Recreation Ground.

a. Cllr Olden explained the reason why the windows have not been ordered, due to disagreements concerning the colour. Following Minute 22/05 some consultation took place with members of each club, at that time the general consensus was for light oak. The Chairman to confirm colour following enquiries. 

It was agreed to increase the Pavilion insurance in light of the new bowls extension by £50,000.

b. Cllr Millerchip reported on the progress of the Pavilion patio. He presented the Plans and said that tenders would be sent to 3 contractors once the clubs confirmed that funding was in place. Parish Council earmarked funds would not exceed the sum available of £3,000. Grant Funding to be investigated.

c. Members noted the monthly Playground report from Mr Bonner. It had been reported that rats had been seen near the wheelie bin and children’s playground. The Clerk to investigate the problem.

d. Letter received from the Tennis Club concerning improvements to the internal tennis area of the Pavilion. It was agreed that the Parish Council and Tennis Club manage the contracts appropriately.

e. Cllr Olden has written to the electricity company, requesting a contribution towards relocating the play equipment, as its transformer is on the parish land adjoining the play area. To consider relocation of play equipment at a later meeting.

f. It was agreed to hold a Recreation Ground Sub-Committee Meeting on Wednesday 15th February 2006.

g. Update regarding the Lime trees in Hollowdene Recreation ground. (Defer Jan). 

50/05  Community Building Project (Village Shop & Post Office & parish Office)

a. Cllr Olden provided an update relating to the new building. He said that a draft scheme had been on display in the village shop and on the website. Following a shop meeting the public comments had been favourable, minor queries had been dealt with. There will be a meeting with WBC planners prior to a detailed application to be submitted in December. It was agreed that the Parish Council run the building project and fund the building with the shop committee funding the internal fittings for the shop. Cllr Davis congratulated Cllrs Millerchip and Olden.

b. Cllr Davis gave an update on the funding aspect for the Community Building Project.  He said that the Council would proceed by applying to Defra and Onyx for the building funds; the shop committee need to raise approximately £50,000 but may require assistance. He would be requesting Councillors of WBC and SCC together with their Councils for support letters and testimonials. He has a meeting with Defra in January. Cllrs Millerchip and Reece thanked Cllr Davis.

51/05
Proposal for a Community Space In Rushmoor.

Cllr Morgan said that would approach the owners with a formal offer to purchase an acre of land. He had met with Orange and there may be a possibility of a rental income in the event of them siting a mast on the land. Cllr Millerchip will be going to WBC with Cllr Morgan regarding an outline proposal.  It was agreed that Cllr Morgan ascertains the views of felling trees from the Forestry Commission.

Councillor’s attendance at meetings/seminars/etc.

a. Cllr Morgan reported that he had attended a recent meeting where WBC has given substantial financial support to the Hoppa bus scheme. He said that the Surrey Community Action were an excellent organisation.

b. Cllr Morgan provided a report from his attendance at a recent SCC Local Committee in Waverley. The next Meeting to be held on 9 December as a workshop meeting, Godalming Baptist Church.

Cllr Shimield would prepare a Winter newsletter with adverts for December.

 www.frensham-pc.gov.uk Cllr Shimield said that more photographs were on the Website, hits were rising, and asked that the Rushmoor Project be included on the site. He reminded members that it needs updating regularly. It was agreed that he would give the Councillors and Clerk more training.

54/05  Traffic Calming Issues

Cllr Morgan reported that this Council has been badly treated by SCC Highways and needed to take a different approach. He suggested that the Council should offer assistance with both data gathering and funding. C.Cllr Harmer had been helpful in getting the flashing speed signs installed on the A287 and felt he could assist with the Council’s other concerns. C.Cllr Harmer said that he was pressing Surrey Highways to make the review of Frensham’s speed limits a priority; he also kindly agreed to raise again the question of the position of the speed signs on the A287 through the village. (This was of particular concern to Mr D O’Gorman a member of the public attending the meeting, who lived on the corner of the A287 and Priory Lane).

Cllrs were concerned that there had been no effective consultation with the public prior to the recent changes despite Surrey Highways assertions to the contrary.

It was agreed that Cllr Morgan writes a paper on the various highways issues.

44/05  Items for the Next Agenda

Councillors should be prepared, when requesting an item for the next agenda, to provide and circulate relevant paperwork outlining their item prior to the meeting.

To note that it is hoped that Crispin Scott from the National Trust will attend the next Parish Council Meeting in January 2006.

Question from the public.

Mr C Hall asked about the Parish Plan, proposed timetable and Design Statement. Cllr Davis explained the current position and agreed that Mr Hall will be involved in future matters relating to the Parish Plan and Village Design.

Mr C Hall asked about the proposal to use part of the green in front of the school for parking. Cllr Davis explained that following his meeting with the National Trust it was something, which they would not agree to.

Mr C Thayer expressed concern that an Orange mast might be sited in the Rushmoor Community Space next to a children’s playground. It was explained that there were no plans for such a playground.
