1. APPLICATIONS RECEIVED

WA06/0550– Application for a Certificate of Lawfulness under Section 191 for use as a dwelling house.

3 Forest Cottages, The Reeds Road, Frensham.

Regarding the legal issues of this application we defer to WBC to satisfy themselves on this matter but suggest that reference be made to planning application & our comments on WA06/0711

WA06/0616 – Erection of a detached dwelling (revision of WA04/2622)

Land at Overside, Hollybush Lane, Frensham.

The Parish Council objections concerning this site still remain as ‘strongly object to overdevelopment of a small and cramped site’. We believe that this might have been avoided if a Condition had been attached to planning consent WA04/2622 insisting that the original bungalow on the site must be demolished.

Furthermore the Section 106 agreement that £10,000 must be paid by the developer requires careful monitoring and the Parish Council should have an input into the spending decision of this money. We request that we be kept fully informed as to the procedure of this matter.

Other local District Council have a Developers Contribution system on new build, whereby the District collects the money which is earmarked solely for the use of the Parish Council for specific issues. This should surely be the position in this case and wait to be advised by WBC.

WA06/0642 – Erection of a first floor extension,

2 Oak Cottage, Hamlash Lane, Frensham.

No objection.

WA06/0650 – Application for Listed Building Consent for replacement windows.

The Hop House, Kennel Lane, Frensham.

No objection.

WA06/0689 – Erection of extensions, alterations and a detached garage (revision WA05/2546)

Broadfield, West End Lane, Frensham.

No objection.

WA06/0711 – Retention of storage building and completion of erection of lean-to store.

Unit 1 Reeds Road, Frensham

In view of the complex issues surrounding this site the Parish Council strongly request a Site Visit to ascertain all aspects of the layout of the dwelling house as per application WA06/0550 and the proposed erection of the lean-to store, which appears to be an extension of the dwelling house. Should a Certificate of Lawfulness be granted for the house then a possible contradiction might arise concerning the lean-to as these two applications are interlinked.

WA06/0743 – Alterations and conversion of existing barn to provide an independent dwelling (revision of WA05/2409).

Hunters Barn, Mill Lane, Frensham
