1. Applications up to 20th January  2006 – comments sent 17th  February 2006 

WA05/2605– Erection of detached double garage with storeroom above following demolition of outbuildings (revision of WA05/2061).

Broughton Cottage, Wellesley Road, Rushmoor, Frensham.

No objection.

2. Applications up to 27th January  2006 – comments sent 17th February 2006 

WA06/0025 – Erection of extensions and alterations to existing bungalow to provide a two storey dwelling (revision WA05/2121).

Overside, Hollybush Lane, Frensham.

The Council is strongly opposed to this scheme and reiterates our former comments on the schemes (letters dated 28 Oct 2005 & 11 Dec 2005).  The following observations are made:-
a. No site plan was enclosed, therefore cannot determine the relationship between the proposed garage and the proposed new building (WA05/2325) in relation to 1st floor window. Accordingly it still remains a serious issue of concern.

b. Request that a Condition be attached that the windows to the east are to remain obscured.

c. We note that this revision has deleted the ‘attempt’ to provide a 3rd parking space and therefore our original concerns have not been addressed namely “There still remains the potential for a 5 bedroomed home with inadequate parking on a cramped site offering virtually no amenity space”.

d. This application and WA05/2325 should be considered together as they impact on each other, on the land and on Hollybush Lane. We note that this proposed development would be increased by 65% in floor area, which when added together with the WA05/2325 is a vast increase in meterage on this cramped plot.

3. Other Issues

a. Cllr Morgan requested that the Planning Committee considers the WBC decisions, which disregards local views. – from Minute 59/05 (a)

Deferred.

b. Parish Plans – Vital Villages – Cllr Davis – from Minute 59/05(b)

Ongoing action.

c. To receive any update on the grass cutting for the recreation ground for the forthcoming 3 year period. Resolved that due to the urgency the Clerk in consultation with the Chair and Vice-Chair proceed to obtain best value. (At Council on 18 Jan 2006) – Minute 60/05 (c )

Available quotes were discussed together with alternative options. It was agreed that an informal meeting should be held with the cricket club to discuss all the issues and financial implications on both the Club and the Parish Council. (MM to arrange prior to Recreation Meeting)

d. Update on funding the Community Shop building – from Minute 61/05(b)

Cllr Davis outlined current funding options that he will be exploring, Defra upto max £100,000, Onyx up to max £ 100,000, Community First, WBC / SCC, Lottery and a Local Charity Trust. A QS report is required – MM.

e. To further discuss the Newsletter & contents – from Minute 63/05

Contents were discussed and agreed with request for an A5 insert outlining the Annual Assembly in April + Speakers together with Chairman’s report and the forthcoming Council meeting dates for 2006/07.
