	General permitted development order 2015 schedule 2 part 3 class q - prior notification application for change of use of agricultural building to 1 dwelling (class c3) and for building operations necessary for the conversion.

On assumption the land is being used lawfully for agricultural use, the photo in the application would suggest the barn is currently being used and is not redundant. Waverley BC should look into this in detail as to whether a change of use is lawfully permitted under such circumstances.

If these premises are to be lawfully converted to residential use, it wasn’t clear what vehicular access was established in the application and this should be clarified before permission is granted.
