	Alterations to existing dwelling to provide two dwellings including erection of extensions and alterations, installation of rooflight to existing structure; erection of detached garage/store, gates, wall and fencing.
	FPC note the drawings are unclear and request new architectural drawings to determine response. The information provided in the application was superfluous and did not add to any detail required.

We note concerning lack of relevant detail in the biodiversity checklist and section 1.2 has been marked inaccurately. The property abuts a designated SNCI rich with rare acid grasslands and flora.

	Erection of extensions and alterations following demolition of existing conservatory.


	FPC notes the neighbour’s concern. The application appears to have a considerable material change and ask WBC to consider RD2.

The development is situated within a conservation area and therefore increase in light pollution needs to be considered within our dark sky policy and seek condition that suitable window dressings are a must.

	FPC note that three applications for the same plot have been made within quick succession and request that WBC consider RD2 collectively rather than per application. We note that there is a permanent mobile home on site without permission and significant tree removal on a densely wooden plot has taken place without permission being sought.

FPC would request condition for low level PIR lighting and appropriate window dressings to protect dark skies from unnecessary light pollution.
