	Change of use of land from agricultural to mixed use agriculture and education and erection of a building for educational use with solar panels; erection of bin and cycle store; creation of car park and track with associated landscaping; removal of existing field shelter.

If WBC are mindful to approve, FPC would request the following conditions to protect the rural area of overdevelopment.

· Any development must be in keeping with the surrounding area and sensitive to the greenbelt.
· We note on the biodiversity & ecology report ‘no’ has been stated on question 1.2b. The site is within 50m of Burtley’s copse which is Ancient Woodland. Therefore it is important to protect our dark sky village and local habitat. As such there should be no artificial lighting and operations should be restricted to daylight hours.
· The checklist has also been marked ‘no’ to 1.2 (f) & (i) flower rich meadow/grassland. The site is on an existing meadow grassland and note that to date, SWT have not summitted their response.
· Withdraw permitted development rights.
· WBC to define the development strictly and precisely in the wording of the permission. 
· To condition the permission to ensure that the site is used only in accordance with that wording and such plans as the LPA may approve.
