	- Erection of ground and first floor extensions and alterations with terrace at first floor and pv panels to roof; creation of a basement level with sunken courtyard; erection of a detached garage; hard and soft landscaping works including installation of a swimming pool and erection of a greenhouse; demolition of existing extensions garage and outbuildings.

FPC noted previous objections on RD2 has been reduced and previous concerns on lighting have been addressed with the elimination of horizontal glazing and hooded lighting. We note that noise mitigation has also been addressed with the introduction of sensitive soft landscaping. 
Design quality is a matter for WBC to determine suitability.

	Application for permission in principle for the erection of 2 dwellings; construction of an additional vehicular access following demolition of existing building and hardstanding.


FPC object on the basis the proposal is contrary to greenbelt and outside of the settlement boundary and inappropriate development within the greenbelt. The current building is a minority on the site of which the vast majority is green belt and should be retained as agricultural. Any development of residential dwellings will reduce the openness of the wider greenbelt.

It was agreed to appoint Zurich Insurance on a three year term totalling £4530.47
151/25 Assertion 10 Update
a. To consider updated Accessibility Statement
The Accessibility Statement needed to be updated as it doesn’t yet comply. The Council will be looking at a new website to assist this.

The Clerk noted the ongoing works required for Assertion 10 and the Data Roadmap identified and associated works. It was agreed that non Councillor committee members would be given a Parish Council email address and would sign a code of conduct. It was agreed that training would be undertaken by all Councillors at a cost of £695 and the invitation and cost would be extended to other local councils.

The Tree Survey was noted and its recommendations. Some of which were carried out under the scheme of delegation due to H&S and possible delay of the playground project.

A request was made for the cedar following felling, however it was declined by the originator as the piece had to be transported as whole. Therefore the original plan of removal would commence.
